ORDAINED: That Chapter 22 (“Elections”) of the Code of Brunswick County, Virginia, is hereby amended to add a new Section 22-36, which reads as follows:

22-36.      School Board.

22-36.1
The two at-large seats on the School Board are hereby abolished 


effective December 31, 2007, on which date the School Board 


Selection Commission shall be abolished. 

22-36.2 The elections of School Board members for Brunswick County shall 

coincide with the elections of members of the Board of Supervisors 

at regular general elections held in November.

22-36.3 The elected School Board shall consist of five (5) members, which equals the number of members of the Board of Supervisors. The terms of the elected School Board shall be the same as the terms of the members of the Board of Supervisors. 

22-36.4 The election of the School Board member and Board of Supervisors member from each specific election district shall be held simultaneously. 

22-36.5 Beginning with the general election scheduled for November of 2007, all five (5) members of the School Board shall be elected rather than appointed, and at each general election for members of the Board of Supervisors subsequent to that held in November of 2007, the same number of members of the School Board shall be elected as the number of members elected to the Board of Supervisors at the general election.

22-36.6 The election districts for the School Board shall be coterminous with the election districts for Brunswick County.

22-36.7 The terms of office for the School Board members elected in November of 2007 shall commence on January 1, 2008. 

22-36.8 On December 31, 2007, the terms of office of the appointed members of the School Board shall expire. 

22-36.9 In order to have their names placed on the ballot, all candidates for election to the School Board shall be nominated only by petition as provided by general law pursuant to Virginia Code Section 24.2-506. 

22-36.10 A vacancy in the office of any elected School Board member shall be filled pursuant to Virginia Code Sections 24-2-226 and 24.2-227.

Brunswick County Local Emergency Planning Committee (BCLEPC)

this organization is the Brunswick County Local Emergency Planning Committee 

(BCLEPC). 


The purpose of the BCLEPC is to assist the Emergency Management 

Coordinator with maintaining and updating the local emergency Operations Plan, 

organizing exercises as needed, enhancing Brunswick County’s preparation and

response capabilities, completing surveys and assessment reports as required, 
educating the public about risks from all hazards (natural and technological 

hazards), and establishing procedures for receiving and processing requests from the 

public for information about and/or copies of emergency response plans, material safety 

data sheets and chemical inventory forms.

Due to closure of the asphalt plant in early December and time constraints on 

completing this project, Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) officials have 

advised that they will permit the center to open, delaying the required paving until 

Spring 2007. However, VDOT is requiring that the County widens and improves that 

entrance off of Surplus Drive. The County can perform the necessary paving work in 

the Spring 2007. 

     Ms. Woolridge stated based on recommendation of the Solid Waste Committee, 

it is recommended to reject this bid and re-bid the project as follows:

Phase 1 (fall)

· Existing chain link gate to be re-used and shall be relocated two fence sections, approximately 19’6”, to the north.

· Relocate existing 24” wide entrance approximately 19’6” to the north. Re-use/replace/extend existing 12” Round Concrete Pipe, at Contractor’s discretion, per VDOT standards.


Phase 2 (spring)

· Re-shape/re-work existing roadside ditch as required to ensure adequate drainage. Water shall not pond or stand. 

· Pave existing gravel road as shown on plans. Ensure full depth stone is provided per pavement detail. Remove, with neat saw cut, portion of existing asphalt at convenience store driveway.


Supervisor Conner suggested the Board may consider utilizing Revenue Sharing
Funds, if they become available, to pave the service road.

Roanoke Rails to Trails (RRRT) – Request for Exemption from Local Tax 

Assessment 


Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated that the Roanoke River Rails to Trails 
is an organization consisting of local County and Town governments in Brunswick, 

Mecklenburg, Halifax, Charlotte, Lunenburg for the purpose of creating a hiking, 

walking, biking, and horseback riding trail in Southern Virginia.  On June 30, 2006, 

RRRT acquired approximately 150 acres from Norfolk and Southern for the purpose 

expressed above.  RRRT purchased old abandoned rail bed from Lawrenceville to 

Brodnax, with the exception of a few privately owned properties, with money that was 

part of the Virginia Works Program in FY2005.



RRRT asks that the Brunswick County Board of Supervisors grant RRRT tax-

exempt status that would be effective beginning June 30, 2006, the day the property 

was acquired by RRRT. The Board’s approval of this request will result in a loss of 
approximately $505.44. However, according to the Evaluating the Economic Impact of 

the Tobacco Heritage Trail in Southside Virginia document, the trail could attract over 

197,000 visits a year, with direct spending of $3.5 million in the region. Adding the 

indirect and induced effect, trail visitor spending can generate $4.6 million in sales in 

the region and create 61 jobs. Most of those jobs are in industries providing services 

for visitors such as restaurants, lodging, and retail.

Resolution Supporting the National Liberty Memorial


Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated that the received correspondence from 

James Campbell, Executive Director, Virginia Association of Counties, requesting that 

counties consider adopting the Resolution supporting the National Liberty Memorial. 


The resolution urges Congress to establish the National Liberty Memorial on the 

Mall in Washington, D.C., to African Americans of the Revolutionary War era with funds 

donated by citizens of the United States and nations around the world who are inspired 

by their struggle for liberty. 


Upon motion of Mr. Tyler, seconded by Mr. Jones, and unanimously 

carried, the Board adopted the Resolution urging congress to establish the National 

Liberty Memorial on the Mall in Washington, D.C. to African Americans of the 

Revolutionary War era. 


WHEREAS, legislation is pending in the U.S. Congress to establish the National Liberty Memorial on the Mall in Washington, D.C., to African Americans of the Revolutionary war era with funds donated by the citizens of the United States and nations around the world who are inspired by their struggle for liberty; 


WHEREAS, from 1775 to 1783 over 5,000 slaves and free persons, including 500 Virginians, advanced Independence and universal liberty by serving as soldiers and sailors in the Continental Army and local militias while countless others performed patriotic acts as civilians; 


WHEREAS, from as early as 1848, when historian William C. Nell and other petitioned the Massachusetts legislature for a memorial to Crispus Attucics, and 1908, when Virginians Giles B. Jackson and Webster Davis observed, “Monuments innumerable have been erected to white soldiers who fought in the Revolution. Only a few kind words have been said for the colored soldiers,” there has been a consciousness over 158 years that those patriots deserve a national memorial; 


WHEREAS, finally, between 1984 and 1988, Congress approved Public Law 98-245 honoring the role of the black soldiers, patriots, runaway slaves and freedom petitioners and authorized a black patriots memorial on the Mall with the enactment of Public Laws 99-558 and 100-265; 


WHEREAS, the fact the previously-authorized organization, now defunct, failed to build the memorial by the deadline, October 27, 2005, does not detract from the worthiness of the history, the monumental dream or the scholarship, included scores of books written in just the past decade and the documentation of over 2,000 black soldiers in 2001; 


WHEREAS, the Brunswick County Board of Supervisors congratulates the foresight of the National Capital Memorial Advisory Commission on June 27, 2006, in recommended that National Mall Liberty Fund D.C. be authorized to preserve the site on the Mall at Constitution Gardens between the Lincoln Memorial and the Washington Monument; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Brunswick County Board of Supervisors joins the National Mall Liberty Fund D.C., the Congressional sponsors of the National Liberty Memorial Act, including Senator Chris Dodd of Connecticut and Senator George Allen of Virginia, and other Virginia counties and advocates in urging Americans of all backgrounds to work for the enactment of the legislation and the establishment of the memorial; 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Brunswick County Board of Supervisors urges Governor Timothy M. Kaine, Senators John W. Warner and George Allen, Representatives Jo Ann Davis, Thelma Drake, Robert C. Scott, J. Randy Forbes, Virgil H. Goode, Jr., Bob Goodlatte, Eric Cantor, Jim Moran, Rick Boucher, Frank Wolf, and Tom Davis to work with citizens of the Commonwealth of Virginia to lead, coordinate, and otherwise advance efforts in Virginia to urge the U.S. Congress to approve the National Liberty Memorial Act, support the public education campaign, renew support of local and national organizations, and ensure that sufficient resources are secured to dedicate the memorial by July 4, 2010.

National Association of Counties (NACo) Prescription Discount Drug Program 


Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated that she and Supervisor Welton Tyler 

attended the National Association of Counties 2006 Conference and became aware of 

the NACo Prescription Discount Drug Card Program. 


Ms. Woolridge stated the NACo Prescription Drug Discount Program is a discount
card program to help consumers cope with the high price of prescription drugs.  Under 
this program the County will make prescription drug discount cards available through a 
program sponsored by the National Association of Counties (NACo) that offers an 
average savings of 20 percent off the retail price of commonly prescribed drugs. (This 
plan is not insurance).


The NACo Prescription Discount Card provides the following benefits to program 

participants:

· Everyone is eligible

· Average savings of 20 percent

· No enrollment fees

· No age requirements

· No income requirements

· Family coverage with just one card

· Over 54,000 participating pharmacies nationwide

· All commonly prescribed medicine is covered

· Unlimited use


In order for Brunswick County to take advantage of this benefit, the next step is for 

the Board of Supervisors to pass a resolution authorizing the chair to sign the contract 

with NACo to participate in the Prescription Discount Drug Card Program. The process 

takes 6-8 weeks to finalize. 


Upon motion of Mr. Tyler, seconded by Mr. Jones, and unanimously carried, the 

Board authorized the Chairman to sign the Agreement to begin the process. 


This Managed Pharmacy Benefit Services Agreement for Member County effective November 15, 2006, is entered into by and between Caremark PCS Health L.P. (“Caremark”) and Brunswick County, Virginia (“Member County”). Reference is hereby made to the Managed Pharmacy Benefit Services Agreement Consumer Card Program dated as of March 1, 2006 (the “Agreement”) among National Association of Counties (“Customer”), Member County, and Caremark under which Customer has engaged Caremark to provide services to prescription drug plans for Customer and its Member Counties. 


Member County does hereby agree to be bound by, and to assume and perform, each and all of the terms, covenants and conditions of the Agreement as Member County (as defined in the Agreement) in the same manner and to the same extent as if it were a party thereto. Member County acknowledges and agrees that Customer and Caremark may amend all or any portion of the Agreement, except with respect to the Initial Term, and Member County hereby agrees to be bound by any such amendment. Customer shall give Member County reasonable notice prior to the effective dates of any such amendment. If such amendment is adverse to Member County or its Participants, Member County may, within ninety (90) days of receiving such notice from Customer, terminate its participation in the Agreement by giving prior written notice to Customer and Caremark. 


Each party certifies that it shall not violate the federal anti-kickback statute, set forth at 42 U.S.C. § 1320a-7b(b) (“Anti-Kickback Statute”), or the federal “Stark Law”, set forth in 42 U.S.C. § 1395nn (“Stark Law”), with respect to the performance of its obligations under this Agreement. Further Caremark shall ensure that individuals meeting the definition of “Covered Persons” (as such term is defined in the Corporate Integrity Agreement between the Office of the Inspector General of the Department of Health and Human Services and Advance PCS) shall comply with Caremark’s Compliance Program, including training related to the Anti-Kickback Statute and the Stark Law. In addition, Caremark’s Code of Conduct and policies and procedures on the Ant-Kickback Statute and the Stark Law. Customer and Caremark, by their signatures hereto, accept and agree to Member County’s participation with the Agreement under the terms and conditions of the Agreement. By signing this Managed Pharmacy Benefit Services Agreement for Member County, Member County acknowledges and agrees that the terms of the Agreement have been completely read, fully understood and voluntarily accepted and further agrees to be bound thereby.

· A renovated South Brunswick School (25,000+/-square feet) will be divided to provide space for two distinct activities:  a fully equipped “certified” commercial kitchen and a training (woodworking) center. 

· A kitchen incubator will be available on a sliding scale to Southside citizens who have commercially viable recipes.

· Marketing expertise will link producers with retail outlets and brokers.

· A workshop will be created where students will be taught woodworking.

· Educational linkages will be developed with area secondary and post-secondary institutions.

· Initially Brunswick County will administer the project through its Tourism Association. Subsequently a non-profit corporation will be established to operate the center.

· Potential sources of funds include the Virginia Tobacco Commission, Economic Development Administration, Rural Development Administration, Virginia Department of Agricultural and Consumer Services, and Virginia Department of Commerce and Labor.
