Re:  Town of Lawrenceville Generator 


Mr. C.J. Dean, Town Manager, stated that in 2005 the Town of

Lawrenceville received funds in the amount of $11,000 from the County to assist 

in the purchase of a generator for the Lawrenceville Fire Department, which is 

housed in the town office building. 

Mr. Dean stated that the Town has reserved the $11,000 in a separate
restricted account that was funneled from the Emergency Services Advisory 
Board through the County to the town. The major hurdle has been funding. The 
1200 amp service transfer has been budgeted by three different contractors at 
$12,000. The generator has been estimated by the same contractors to cost at 
$50,000 more. Total project is at least $65,000. 

After receiving these cost estimates, the Town explored the option of 
having Dominion Power derate the service. Although at first the capital costs 
appear cheaper, the entire building would have to be rewired so that the 
generator could power the essential operational functions. The phases would 
have to be balanced, and an engineer would have to develop plans and the 
municipal building would have to be shut down for at least two days during the 

conversion.  Further, the Town discussed what was an essential service and 

time of year (heating versus cooling). The biggest single energy user is the 

heating system for the fire department, and if this building were to be a command 

center or rehabilitation center for the volunteers, heat was a necessary item. 

Mr. Dean stated that one solution being considered by the Town Council is 

replacement of the generator at the Lawrenceville Wastewater Treatment Plant.  

The town is soliciting bids for a replacement generator and the existing generator 

at the treatment plant could be utilized at the town office building. However, the 

projected delivery time on the new generator is 24-26 weeks. It will be next 
summer before the generator at the wastewater treatment plant could be 
relocated to supply the town office building. 


Mr. Dean stated that he will keep the Board informed on the status of this 

project once bids have been received. 


The Chairman thanked Mr. Dean for the update.

That there is hereby appropriated the sum of $2,000.00, which amount shall be issued in the form of a check payable to International Paper Company and delivered to it, which represents the first month’s rent of $1,000.00, and the lease deposit of $1,000.00, both as required under the documents.
