Re:   Discussion 

Chair Drummond welcomed all in attendance and stated that the purpose of the meeting is to maintain communication between the two bodies and provide a forum to discuss issues and concerns.  Chair Drummond ensured that the Superintendent received the FY11 Budget Schedule provided by the County Administrator. Dr. Spencer acknowledged receipt of the budget schedule.  

Chair Mont-Tucker thanked the Board for the opportunity to meet with the Board of Supervisors and discuss issues. She stated that the School Board is looking forward to working together and continuing the partnership to maintain a high quality education and provide the best services and programs to Brunswick County students. 

Dr. Spencer thanked the Board of Supervisors for the opportunity to meet. He stated that FY11 will be a particularly challenging budget year because of the recently announced state budget cuts by Governor Kaine. He stated that it will be extremely difficult to reduce program spending when there are specific requirements that are mandated by the state to operate those programs and the budget populated for those programs are based on requirements.  

Supervisor Finney asked Dr. Spencer what measures has the School Board 

taken to address possible reductions. 

Dr. Spencer stated that the School Board has applied for a competitive grant from the Commonwealth of Virginia to help off-set possible reductions in state funding. He stated that he does not know at this time if this grant will be funded. Additionally, he added that unfortunately the School Board cannot predict the prices of gasoline, oil, electric, etc.  As a result, there may be a possibility that the School Board will request a supplemental appropriation at the end of the fiscal year in order to meet the operational needs of the school system.  
Supervisor Conner expressed concern about receiving multiple budget documents last fiscal year. He advised that receiving multiple budgets presented difficulty in understanding the FY10 school budget request.  

Chair Mont-Tucker assured the Board that they will no longer receive multiple budgets.


Ms. Woolridge distributed copies of the County of Brunswick Financial Report Year Ended June 30, 2009, to the Board of Supervisors and School Board and advised that a representative from Robinson, Farmer, Cox Associates will be present to provide an overview. Once a date has been identified, all will be notified.


Chair Mont-Tucker and Dr. Spencer stated that they appreciated the opportunity to dialogue with the Board of Supervisors.


Ms. Woolridge stated that the next joint meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, March 10, 2010, at 6:00 p.m.  


Supervisor Conner requested that the meeting date and time are changed to Thursday, March 11, 2010, at 6:30 p.m. All parties agreed to the meeting time and date change.
