Re: Automobile Decals – Exemption for Emergency Services Advisory Board Members


Ms. Woolridge stated that the Emergency Services Advisory Board met on Tuesday, January 22, 2008, and approved the motion to request that the Board of Supervisors grant free county decals for fire departments and rescue squad members to include lifetime members and auxiliary members. 


Upon motion of Mrs. Drummond, seconded by Mr. Jones, and unanimously carried, the Board agreed to provide at no cost one vehicle decal to each active member of any volunteer fire department or rescue squad; one free decal for life time members; and one free decal to active auxiliary members effective for the 2008 county decals.

Re: Route 712 and Highway 46 Traffic Task Force


Mrs. Drummond informed the Board that in November, there was a near accident on Route 712 as a result of an MBI truck driver speeding, nearly hitting a school bus. The bus driver was immediately terminated, however, this issue raised concerns about MBI trucks on Route 712. As a result, MBI trucks were routed to Highway 46. Once on Highway 46, it became apparent that there is greater risk to safety based on increased number of homes, school, college, and retired citizens concentrated on Highway 46. 


As a result, the following participated in a meeting to discuss how to improve safety on roads: Mrs. Drummond; Mr. Finney; Charlette T. Woolridge, County Administrator; Sheriff Roberts, Sheriff’s Office; Ron Daniel, Virginia State Police; Richard Moody, VDOT;  Oliver W. Spencer, Jr., Superintendent; Timothy Price, Brunswick County School’s Transportation; Jeff Burrier, Allied Waste Management; Eric Spencer, Allied Waste; Mark Plunkett, MBI; Todd Martin, MBI; Hezekiah McRae, MBI.


Jeff Burrier provided an overview of outcome of the meeting:

· Make contract amendments designating truck routes. Allied Waste agrees to voluntarily direct all truck traffic to the landfill off of Route 712 and onto I95/I85 to Highway 58 to Lawrenceville. The only exception being the MBI trucks currently serving the Petersburg Rail Yard. This redirect is being accomplished through letters to customers, posting and handout at the landfill, and through upcoming contract renewals with Allied’s customers.
· Allied Waste agrees to purchase a portable speed detective device that will inform motorists of their current speed. The primary purpose is for the management of truck traffic; however, the device can be used throughout the County for other purposes at the discretion of the Sheriff’s Office.

· A minimum of two traffic checkpoints per month will be conducted on Route 712. This will be coordinated between the State Police and the Brunswick County Sheriff’s Office with a representative of Allied Waste present to identify the origin of any trash trucks identified traveling Route 712. 

· MBI will conduct a minimum of three fleet safety observation events on Route 712 per month to monitor the safety and conduct of the MBI drivers using Route 712. 

· Brunswick County Schools has relocated bus stop to enhance safety of children. 

· MBI trucks originating from Petersburg Rail Yard will discontinue the use of Route 46 and commence usage of Route 712 on Monday, February 18, 2008.

The group will reconvene in 60 days to determine effectiveness of the plan.
