Rural Rustic Resolution – Route 722


Upon motion of Mr. Conner, seconded by Mr. Jones, and unanimously 
carried, the Board adopted the Rural Rustic Resolution as presented. 

WHEREAS, Section §33.1-70.1 of the Code of Virginia, permits the improvement and hard surfacing of certain unpaved roads deemed to qualify for designation as a Rural Rustic Road; and

WHEREAS, any such roads must be located in a low-density development area and have a minimum of 50 vehicles per day (vpd), and have no more than 1,500 vpd; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of Brunswick County, Virginia (“Board”) desires to consider whether Route 722, from Route 611 to End of State Maintenance should be designated a Rural Rustic Road; and

WHEREAS, this Board is unaware of pending development that will significantly affect the existing traffic on the road; and

WHEREAS, the public has been aware that this road may be paved with minimal improvements; and

WHEREAS, the Board believes that this road should be so designated due to its qualifying characteristics; and

WHEREAS, this road is in the Board’s six-year plan for improvements to its secondary system of state highways.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Board hereby designates this road a Rural Rustic Road, and requests that the Residency Administrator for the Virginia Department of Transportation concur in this designation.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board requests that this road be hard surfaced and, to the fullest extent prudent, be improved within the existing right of way and ditch-lines to preserve as much as possible the adjacent trees, vegetation, side slopes, and rural rustic character along the road in their current state.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a certified copy of this resolution be forwarded to the Residency Administrator for the Virginia Department of Transportation.

Re:  Department/Agency Presentations 

Transient Lodging Room Tax Ordinance 

Wanda Beville, Commissioner of Revenue, stated that in accordance with the Tax Code of Virginia, Section 58.1-3819, a locality may levy a transient occupancy tax on hotels, motels, boarding houses, travel campgrounds, and other facilities offering guest rooms that are rented out for continuous occupancy for fewer than thirty (30) consecutive days. The tax shall not exceed two percent (2%) of the amount of charge for the occupancy of any room or space occupied.  She stated that based on the prospective accounts in Brunswick County, this tax would generate from $7,000 to $9,000 annually. These taxes are collected in addition to the regular charges already charged at locations.

*****
Meals Tax Ordinance 

Wanda Beville, Commissioner of Revenue, stated that there are potentially twenty-three (23) accounts that would collect the four percent (4%) meals tax if this were imposed in Brunswick County.  These accounts include restaurants, convenience stores, the truck stop, bed and breakfasts, etc. 


Based on 2009 information obtained from local businesses, it is projected that this tax may generate approximately $80,000 annually. This tax shall be levied only if the tax is approved in a referendum within the county which shall be held in accordance with §24.2-684 and initiated either by a resolution of the Board of Supervisors or on the filing of a petition signed by a number of registered voters of the county equal in number to ten (10) percent of the number of registered voters.   

Chairman Finney asked the Board members to review the information and the matter will be placed on the April 21, 2010, agenda for discussion and consideration.

Brunswick County/Lake Gaston Tourism Association – Visitors and Newcomers Guide - Bobby Conner

Bobby Conner, Brunswick County/Lake Gaston Tourism Association, stated that the Brunswick County/Lake Gaston Tourism Association has partnered with Womack Publishing to publish a Brunswick County Visitors and Newcomers Guide.  The title will be “Explore Brunswick County – The Possibilities are Endless.”  The guide will include county contact information, location of solid waste convenience centers, utility company contact information, etc.  The deadline to submit information is May 28, 2010. He stated that he will keep the Board informed on this project.

Schedule Public Hearing Rezoning Case #10-002: Charles R. Johnson – 

Agricultural (A-1) to Rural Residential (RR) 


Leslie Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that the subject property is 

located on the east side of Zero Road (State Route 642), approximately 0.3 of a 
mile north of the intersection of Zero Road and Boydton Plank Road (U.S. Route

Thomas – Requesting to operate and maintain a printing shop in the Agricultural 
(A-1) Zoning District

Leslie Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that the subject property is 
located on the east side of Planters Road (State Route 606), approximately 0.4 of 
a mile northeast of the intersection of Planters Road and Bright Leaf Road (State 
Route 641), in Totaro Magisterial District and the Sturgeon Election District.

Local Board of Building Code Appeals 

Mrs. Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that the Code of Virginia, Section 36-105 and the Virginia Construction Code of the Uniform Statewide Building Code requires that a “Local Board of Building Code Appeals” (LBBCA) is established by every locality to review appeals of the decisions of Building Code Officials. 

The Board of Building Code Appeals is required to have a minimum of five members, appointed by the locality. The code establishes requirements for members. To the extent possible members should represent different occupational or professional fields relating to the construction industry. One member should come from the following fields: 

· An experienced builder;
· A Registered Design Professional; and,

· An experienced property manager. 


In October 2009, a Building Code Effectiveness Grading Schedule survey was conducted by Insurance Services Office, Inc. (ISO). ISO is a leading supplier of statistical data, underwriting information, and actuarial analysis to the property/casualty insurance industry in the United States. The County received a regression in its classification based on several reasons; one being that the County does not have a Local Board of Building Appeals. 


The recommendation is to establish a Local Board of Building Code Appeals in accordance with the Virginia Uniform Statewide Building Code and authorize staff to draft powers and duties for the LBBCA for approval. 


It was the consensus of the Board to request a copy of the requirement 
to establish the Local Board of Building Code Appeals and the previous county 
assessment from ISO.  This was continued until next month.

The local cost share amount is $2,833.33 per locality.This amount must be 
included in the FY12 Southside Planning District Commission budget.
