Re:  Community Development Block Grant – Simmons Community Improvement Project – Resolution 

Ms. Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that staff requests approval to
apply to the Virginia Department of Housing and Community Development for a  Community Development Block Grant in an amount not to exceed $1,400,000 to fund a comprehensive community development project located in the Simmons Drive Community. Additionally, staff will work in partnership with Southside Planning District Commission in the administration of this grant, if awarded. 

The project will benefit forty-six (46) low-and-moderate income persons. It

will provide housing rehabilitation, demolition and clearance, installation of water and sewer lines, drainage improvements and road improvements. 

Brunswick County will provide in-kind assistance in the amount of $7,945 by waiving all permit fees and providing assistance with clearance and demolition. The Town of Lawrenceville will provide in-kind assistance in the amount of $17,400 by waiving water and sewer connection fees. 

Upon motion of Mr. Tyler, seconded by Mr. Finney, and unanimously carried, the Board authorized the County Administrator to sign and submit a grant application to the Virginia Department of Housing and Community Development for solicitation of Community Development Block Grant funds for the Simmons Drive Community and adopted the following resolution: 

 
WHEREAS, Brunswick County wishes to apply to the Virginia Department of Housing and Community Development for a Virginia Community Development Block Grant in an amount not to exceed $1,400,000 to fund a comprehensive community development project located in the Simmons Drive Community; and


WHEREAS, project activities include housing rehabilitation, demolition and clearance, installation of water and sewer lines, drainage improvements, and road improvements; thus, benefiting forty-six or 85 percent low-and moderate-income (LMI) persons; and


WHEREAS, a total of ten structures will be rehabilitated to Virginia Department of Housing and Community Development Housing Quality Standards, one structure will be substantially reconstructed, and two dilapidated structures to be removed, all to benefit 100 percent LMI persons; and


WHEREAS, Brunswick County will provide in-kind assistance in the amount of $7,945 by waiving all permit fees and by providing assistance with clearance and demolition activities.  The Town of Lawrenceville will provide in kind assistance in the amount of $17,400 by waiving water and sewer connection fees; and


WHEREAS, Brunswick County has met the citizen participation requirements by holding two public hearings within the community, advertising both as appropriate, for the application submitted.


NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Brunswick County Board of Supervisors hereby authorizes Charlette T. Woolridge, County Administrator, to sign and submit all appropriate documentation necessary to constitute an application to the Virginia Department of Housing and Community Development for solicitation of Community Development Block Grant funds and to accept and appropriate as much as shall be received.

Mr. Tommy Mason, Assistant Director of Finance, presented the following:

· March 12, 2009, Report – Includes only the recommendations from the Finance Committee
· March 17, 2009, Report – Recommendations from the Board of Supervisors Worksession
· March 24, 2009, Report – Recommendations from the Board of Supervisors Worksession, including Option 6 Level funded with 10% reduction for internal and external agencies. 

Mr. Mason explained that utilizing Option 6, level funding with 10% 

reduction for internal and external agencies, will result in a General Fund deficit of $386,281.00. Including the additional cuts as recommended by the Finance Committee the deficit is reduced to $286,852.45.
