Re:  Worksession – Brunswick County School Budget 


Dr. Oliver Spencer, Superintendent, presented the FY08 Brunswick County 

Public School budget.  The total expenditures is $25,610,153; the total revenue is
$24,673,812.  As a result, Brunswick County Public School’s budget is out of balance 
$973,341.  The Capital Improvement Project requests include $300,000 for five (5) 
school buses and $33,914 for School Construction (local match). 

The Chairman thanked the Superintendent and the School Board for the 

presentation of the FY08 Brunswick County Public School budget. 


It was the consensus of the Board to schedule the next joint worksession

between the School Board and Board of Supervisors after the budget process has 

been completed.

Re:   Special Entertainment Permit – St. Paul’s College Jazz Festival at Lawrenceville-Brunswick Airport 


Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated that St. Paul’s College has 

requested use of the Lawrenceville-Brunswick Airport to hold a Jazz Festival on 

September 1-3, 2007.  She added that St. Paul’s College had also submitted a request 

for a Special Entertainment Permit. 


Mr. Cliff Burnette, Department of Aviation, informed the County Administrator

that it is permissible to close the airport for a three (3) day period. However, a NOTAM 
is required to be issued and the runway should be marked as “closed”. 


Upon motion of Mr. Finney, seconded by Mr. Tyler, and unanimously carried, 

the Board approved the request to utilize the airport to hold a Jazz Festival and further 

approved its Special Entertainment Permit as submitted.

Supervisor Conner stated that the approval of this request was establishing a 

precedent and he further stated that organizations should be encouraged to utilize 

other facilities for festivals and events.

Re:  Procurement of Telephone System – Resolution 


Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated the County intends to procure a 
new telephone system. To ensure that the telephone system purchased for the 
County using the Invitation to Bid (“ITB”) method of procurement will satisfy all of the 
County’s needs and preferences, a detailed description of the desired telephone 
features would have to be prepared. No County employee has the knowledge required 
to prepare such a detailed bid specification. The County would therefore benefit from 
procuring the telephone system through the Request for Proposal (“RFP”) method, 
rather than the ITB method of procurement. An ITB contemplates detailed bid 
requirements, and a bid award to the low bidder. A RFP enables selection of two or 
more qualified vendors, and interviews with selected vendors to determine which can 
provide the best goods and services. 


Public bodies have the absolute right to procure professional services using the 
RFP method of procurement. In order to use the RFP method of procurement to 
procure nonprofessional goods or services, the requirement imposed on public bodies 
by the Virginia Public Procurement Act is as follows:  “Upon a written determination 
made in advance by the public body and setting forth in writing that competitive sealed 
bidding is not practicable or not fiscally advantageous to the public, goods, services, or 
insurance may be procured by competitive negotiation. The writing shall document the 
basis for this determination”.   


Ms. Woolridge requested adoption of the Resolution allowing staff to draft and 

solicit a Request for Proposal and present the results to the Board of Supervisors for its 

review and consideration. 


Upon motion of Mr. Conner, seconded by Mr. Tyler, and unanimously carried, 

the Board adopted the following resolution:


WHEREAS, Virginia Code Section 2.2-4303.C. requires that when goods and services are to be procured by competitive negotiation, rather than by competitive sealed bidding, the governing body shall adopt a resolution declaring its intent to procure said goods and services by competitive negotiation, and stating the reasons therefore; 


WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of Brunswick County, Virginia (“Board”), wishes to request proposals for the procurement of a new telephone system for the Brunswick County Administrator’s Office, and services for the installation and maintenance thereof; 


WHEREAS, the Board has determined that procurement of said goods and services by competitive sealed bidding is neither practicable nor fiscally advantageous to Brunswick County citizens; 


WHEREAS, the Board has determined that the best interests of Brunswick County citizens would be served by procurement of said goods and services by competitive negotiation, to save the costs which would be incurred to prepare an Invitation to Bid and to afford vendors some flexibility in making proposals. 


IT IS ACCORDINGLY HEREBY RESOLVED that the Board has determined that procurement of a new telephone system for the Brunswick County Administrator’s Office, and services for the installation and maintenance thereof, by competitive sealed bidding is neither practicable nor fiscally advantageous to Brunswick County citizens because no employee of Brunswick County has the expertise to prepare detailed bid specifications, and the cost of retaining a consultant to prepare detailed bid specifications is not justified since the Board has information on a telephone system recently procured by another Brunswick County agency, which information would adequately inform potential bidders of the general system characteristics and features sought by the Board, and accordingly, said goods should be procured by competitive negotiation.
