FY08 Brunswick County Public School Operating and Capital Budgets 


Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated that the FY08 Brunswick County 

Public School’s Operating Budget is out of balance in the amount of $936,341. School Board personnel are working on proposed cuts to reduce the deficit and will submit the revisions to her office by Wednesday, April18. 
Ms. Woolridge advised that the Brunswick County Public School’s budget is scheduled for advertisement on Wednesday, April 18, 2007, with the public hearing scheduled for Thursday, April 26, 2007. However, it was the consensus of the Board to review the proposed FY08 Brunswick County Public School Budget prior to advertisement for public hearing.  As a result, Ms. Woolridge stated that the FY08 Budget Schedule will be revised to indicate a new date for the advertisement and public hearing on the FY08 Brunswick County Public School Budget. 


Further, the Board of Supervisors requested that the School Board staff provide the Personnel Roster and a detailed Capital Improvement Project listing.

FY08 Brunswick County General Fund Operating and Capital Projects Budget 

The County Administrator stated that the Finance Committee met to review the draft FY08 budget and made the following adjustments: (1) level fund all departments/ agencies, with the exception of the Sheriff’s Department and the Alberta Rescue Squad, and (2) eliminate new funding requests. With these adjustments, it has resulted in the General Fund out-of-balance by $554,612 and the Capital Improvement Projects out-of-balance by $91,700 (not including Brunswick County Public Schools Capital Improvement Project requests).  


Supervisor Conner stated that the Lake Gaston Weed Control Council’s line item was not level funded and requested that the Board level fund the Council at a rate of $116,000.

After much discussion regarding the budget, the Chairman directed each Board member to review the entire budget and make recommendations for cuts at its Thursday, April 26, 2007, budget work session meeting.
