                        Mr. Moody, Assistant Resident Engineer, VDOT, reported that Highway 715 is within 45-60 days of completion. They have begun installing pipes and performing preliminary work. Also, they have secured all environmental permits necessary to complete the project.  

He also stated that HS Bill 3202 was passed and it appears that the County will receive more state funding to assist with the unpaved road program which was included in the Six-Year Plan. Fort Christanna Update – Nathaniel Neblett
Mr. Nathaniel Neblett provided an update on the Fort Christanna Project.  He stated that the project is going well and he announced that the Historic Society received a grant in the amount of $5,000.00 from the Daughter’s of the American Revolution (DAR).  The purpose of this grant money will be determined by the Historic Society and DAR.  Local interest and Board of Supervisors support weighed heavily on DAR’s decision to award this grant to Brunswick County. He also stated that additional grant funds are being sought by the Historic Society. 


Mr. Neblett stated that they are continuing to work with Carlton Abbott, site designer, regarding the terrace with seating and a kiosk to announce items of interest at the Fort Christanna site. He has also spoken with the Indian sign designer and that the sign should be received by June, 2007. The gates are being fabricated and will be installed as soon as possible.  Further, the parking lot has been surfaced and additional cleanup and clearing work are being done as well. 

Mr. Neblett said the projects are moving forward and showing a great deal of progress.  
The Board commended Mr. Neblett for his efforts with the project.

Bobby Conner provided each of the Board members a copy of the scenic byway proposals for the four roads in Brunswick County which was sent to the state. They are waiting to hear back from the state regarding when they will conduct a site visit.  He reminded the Board that during the previous byway proposal, the Board passed on the holding of a public hearing at the end of the process and he recommended that a public hearing be held so that citizens who do not wish to have the roads considered as byways can make their feelings known.  He will keep the Board updated on this matter.

Virginia Birding Trail-Letter of Support

         Bobby Conner spoke regarding the Virginia Birding Trail and stated that a map of the Trail was provided in the Board of Supervisor’s packets.  He said that Brunswick County has three stops on the Virginia Birding Trail which are: 1) County Pond, 2) Southside Virginia Community College and, 3) Great Creek Park. He stated that ironically this trail is called the Christanna Loop however Fort Christanna was not included on the trail. He is requesting a Letter of Support to include Fort Christanna to the Virginia Birding Trail.

The Chairman opened the citizen comment period and advised that each Citizen will be allotted three minutes to speak.  The following citizens spoke:

Ms. McCarter expressed concerns about comments made by Mr. Tyler during the April 12, 2007, budget work session regarding Lake Gaston residents and the tax rate.  
     
Ms. McCarter also stated that last year 2,000 people signed petitions that were presented to the Board of Supervisors requesting a tax rate of .27 cent and a departmental budget decrease by 10%. She stated that only 396 (20%) were signed by the lake residents and that 1604 (80%) were signed by other citizens. She stated that Spencer Elmore’s recommendation last year was for a .37 cent tax rate.


Ms. McCarter further stated that the Board made the decision to level fund all departments/agencies and requested that the Lake Gaston Weed Control Council’s budget is level funded in the amount of $116,000.  She feels the lake owners pay the highest percentage of real estate taxes and do not get much for their money.  



Mr. Tyler stated that Ms. McCarter misquoted him and asked her for a copy of the letter she read and requested that the County Administrator provide him a copy of the tape from the April 12, 2007, meeting.  Ms. McCarter requested a copy of the tape as well.

Mr. Cataldo spoke on behalf of the Lake Gaston Association and the Lake Gaston Weed Control Council stating that both groups are committed to control of hydrilla and other weeds on Lake Gaston and requested $116,000 funding for hydrilla.  He stated that last year there was a significant reduction in the hydrilla and feels this was due largely to the increase in funding given to the Council from all localities surrounding the lake.

Ms. Hoxter requested that Brunswick County provide funding in the amount of $116,000 to address hydrilla on the lake. She also stated that all five (5) counties in both states have made commitments for the same amount of money and encouraged the County not to reduce funding.

County Administrator’s Monthly Report – March 2007


Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, presented the County Administrator’s monthly report for March 2007, and stated that the NACo Prescription Drug Discount Card Program was implemented in March 2007. To date, 37 individuals have utilized the program, 55 prescriptions were filled, resulting in an overall savings of $500.47.  She noted that County citizens are taking advantage of the program and believes that the usage will continue to increase. 

Also, Ms. Woolridge stated that the Mock Motor Vehicle Accident, sponsored by the Emergency Services Advisory Board, was held today at the Brunswick High School.  The purpose of the event was to enhance awareness among students of the dangers of drinking and driving and also to give students an overview of duties and responsibilities of the County’s first responders.  Ms. Woolridge stated that the event was a major success and she commended the Emergency Services Board for their efforts.

Artisan Center Task Force    

Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated the Old Primary School is owned by the County of Brunswick and is in a deteriorating state. The Brunswick County Board of Supervisors and the Lawrenceville Town Council voted to establish an Artisan Center Exploratory Task Force to determine the viability of converting the Old Primary School into an Artisan Center to promote tourism with economic benefits to Brunswick County, preserve the historic distinction of the site, and showcase and perpetuate Brunswick County’s artistic and cultural craftsmanship. 

The Task Force met on April 3 and there was a unanimous decision by the attendees to move forward with converting the Old Primary School into an Artisan Center/Visitor Center and Trail Head.  This was provided for the Board’s information. 


Ms. Woolridge also indicated that she is working collaboratively with Joan Moore, 

Industrial Development Authority, C. J. Dean, Town of Lawrenceville, and Sandra Tanner, Virginia Tourism Office.

Resolution of the County of Brunswick Approving the Assignment of the Cable Television Franchise – Cebridge Acquisition LLC d/b/a Suddenlink Communications to JetBroadbank, VA, LLC 

Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated that staff received notification from Cebridge Acquisition, LLC d/b/a Suddenlink Communications announcing the pending acquisition of the cable system to JetBroadband VA, LLC.  Under the terms of the agreement, Suddenlink has agreed to transfer to JetBroadband all of its assets used in the operation of certain cable television services.  Among the assets to be transferred are the rights and obligations under the franchise serving Brunswick County.  The Board of Supervisors is requested to adopt the resolution approving the assignment of the franchise. The County Attorney, Russell O. Slayton, Jr., recommended adoption of the revised resolution as presented.

Regional Water Supply Plan, Phase III – Resolution

Summer Youth Enrichment Program 

Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated that the National Youth Sports 
Program normally scheduled each summer for Southside Virginia youth was discontinued by the federal government. In an effort to provide 150 Brunswick 

County youth with a quality summer youth program, county officials are working 

with various partners to develop a five-week, summer youth program for children

between the ages of 7 – 15 years. 

          The Summer Youth Program is designed to build strong youth by providing programs and activities that will aid them in enhancing their quality of life. Further, it will provide youth with the empowerment, peer networks and leadership skills necessary for them to make valuable contributions to their families and communities and begin a life-long journey of leadership and service to the community. 


The goal is to raise $50,000 to assist with cost associated with counselors, instructors, transportation and activities.

Intent to Adopt – Proposed Ordinance Re:  Open Wells – Requirement to Cover, 

Etc. 



The County Attorney stated that the County advertised a proposed ordinance regarding open wells as follows:
ORDAINED:  That Chapter 30 (“Environment”) of the Code of Brunswick County, Virginia, is hereby amended to add a new Section 30-2, which reads as follows:

Section 30-2.  Open wells; requirement cover, etc.

(a)
It shall be unlawful for any person owning or occupying any land to allow to exist on said land any open, uncovered or unsafely covered well.

(b)
Each such well shall be covered in such manner as not to be dangerous to human beings, animals or fowl.  Any such cover shall, at a minimum, be constructed of reinforced concrete of at least three inches in thickness and shall be at least six inches in diameter larger than the well entrance over which the cover is to be placed.

(c)
The owner or occupier of any land upon discovering or being notified of the existence of any abandoned or unused well thereon shall immediately secure the area around the well so as to prevent children or animals from falling therein.  Within ten days after discovery the owner or occupier shall cover and mark any unused well as herein required or, if said well is abandoned, fill the same in compliance with Section 18.2-316 of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended.

(d)
Each landowner upon whose land any well exists shall inspect such well every six months to verify that the cover is in place as necessary to comply with this section.

(e)
Any person convicted of violating the provisions of this section shall be guilty of a Class 3 misdemeanor, and every day a violation persists shall constitute as a separate offense.
