Re:   Discussion – FY11 Brunswick County Public School Budget 

Chairman Finney welcomed all in attendance and stated that the purpose of the meeting is to conduct a work session on the FY11 Brunswick County Public School Budget. Chair Mont-Tucker thanked the Board for the opportunity to meet with them. Mr. Richard Rush, Interim Director of Business, provided an overview of the FY11 Brunswick County Public School Budget.  See attachment. 


Since March 11, 2010, three (3) issues were included in the School Budget proposal. They are as follows:

· The action taken by the General Assembly on March 14th which reduced State funding for Brunswick County Schools by $584,601.

· Verbal confirmation that the Virginia Retirement System was reducing the benefit rates for the (1) Retirement System, (2) Group Life and (3) the Retiree Health Insurance Credit. The combination of these reductions offset the additional State revenue reduction.

· An increase of $14,445 to Debt Service which was offset by an increase in the local contribution.
