Ms. Maitland also advised the Board that all County governments are required to 

adhere to a new rule called Statement GASB 45.  She stated that it was issued by the
Governmental Accounting Standards Board and requires that the County report any 
liability associated with post-employment benefits other than pension benefits. She said 
this includes health insurance benefits wherein retirees may retain their health 
insurance coverage while paying their own premiums  until reaching Medicare age.
Ms. Maitland states an actuarial study is required to determine the County’s liability for 
reporting standards and she said that a cooperative agreement has been developed 
throughout the State wherein the County can contract to have the study completed. She 
advised that funding is available in the finance department budget due to personnel 
vacancies to cover the associated costs in the amount of $5,500.00 and said that the 
Town of Lawrenceville, the Meherrin-Regional Library, and the Industrial Development 
Authority will pay a pro-rata share due to the fact that they are included in our health 
insurance coverage. This study will have to be updated every three years and is 
required this year. Ms. Maitland stated that a consulting agreement will be provided 
to Ms. Woolridge for her signature.

Urgent Needs Project – Saint Paul’s College Donation

Ms. Leslie Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that in 2008, Brunswick County was awarded a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) from the Virginia Department of Housing and Community Development in the amount of $354,250, to assist those citizens who were impacted by the tornado that hit the County on April 28, 2008.  She said that in an effort to provide housing to two (2) citizens who lost their homes as a result of the tornado, Saint Paul’s College has agreed to partner with the County by donating two (2) lots currently owned by the college to the Urgent Needs Project. The lots are located at 310 and 407 High Street. Ms. Sullivan stated that CDBG grant funds will be used to construct a home on each lot. She recommended that the Board accept the donation from Saint Paul’s College and authorize staff to work with Southside Planning District Commission and Saint Paul’s College in preparing and obtaining all necessary paperwork to satisfy the Virginia Department of Housing and Community Development requirements.

Historic Brunswick County Courthouse RFP for Engineering Services – Recommendation of Award

Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated that Brunswick County was awarded a grant from the Virginia Department of Historic Resources to update the existing National Register nomination for the old courthouse and to prepare a physical conditions assessment report on the 1854 Brunswick County Courthouse Building. William and Mary Center for Archeological Research was commissioned by the Virginia Department of Historic Resources to conduct a condition assessment of the existing facility. As a result of the findings in the physical condition assessment, it was recommended that the County secure the services of an engineer to inspect the building and formulate a program of remedial measures. The recommendations for rehabilitation of the courthouse are compiled under three priorities:

· Priority I – Current hazards and imminent structural failure.

· Priority II – Significant, ongoing deterioration.

· Priority III – Utilization and long-term stabilization.
Priority I is outlined as follows:

· Engage a structural engineer immediately to conduct a comprehensive structural survey of the building. On the basis of that survey, the engineer should formulate a prioritized program of remedial measures, taking into account anticipated uses of the building, present roof loads, and anticipated roof loads, if the covering changes in accordance to the recommendations in this report. Present conditions at the base of the cupola make this survey an urgent matter.
· Until the engineer’s recommendations for remediation of the cupola and portico ceiling are reported and fully implemented, measures should be taken to protect county employees and the public from falling debris in this area.

· No roofing work should be undertaken until the engineer’s recommendations for structural remediation of the roof have been fully implemented.

· No re-occupation of the upper floors of the building should occur until all recommendations of the structural engineer are fully implemented.
