Re: Brunswick-Dinwiddie-Mecklenburg Regional Jail Authority 

Mr. Russell Slayton, County Attorney, stated that the Brunswick-

Dinwiddie-Mecklenburg Regional Jail Authority has two parcels of land under 
option to purchase for construction of a regional jail.  The purchase option 

expires July 1, 2008. The Planning Director has determined that a Conditional 
Use Permit (CUP) is required in order for a Regional Jail facility to be constructed 
and operated on the property.  


Mr. Slayton stated that the following timeline would enable the Board of 
Supervisors to act on the CUP application prior to the July 1, 2008, date. The 
proposed timeline requires neither the Planning Commission nor the Board of 
Supervisors to convene in Special or Adjourned Meetings, but instead to 
consider the CUP application and take action at its regularly scheduled meetings 
in May and June. The proposed timeline does not provide for a joint public 
hearing by the Planning Commission and the Board of Supervisors, which is 
permitted under Virginia law, and it therefore an option if preferred by the 
Planning Commission and the Board of Supervisors. 


Mr. Slayton presented the following proposed timeline: 
4/22/08
The Board of Supervisors:

a. Adopts a motion authorizing and directing County staff to initiate an application for a Conditional Use Permit for the property under option; and

b. Adopts a motion specifically referring this to the Planning Commission for its consideration and recommendation.

5/13/08
The Planning Commission considers the CUP application and schedules a public hearing for its meeting of June 10, 2008.

5/21/08
The Board of Supervisors schedules its public hearing for June 18, 2008, subject to the Board having received the Planning Commission’s recommendation prior to that date.

6/10/08
The Planning Commission conducts its public hearing on the CUP application, and (may) adopts its recommendation to the Board of Supervisors.

6/18/08
The Board of Supervisors conducts public hearing on the CUP application (assuming that it has received the Planning Commission’s recommendation), and (may) takes final action on the CUP application.


Upon motion of Mr. Conner, seconded by Mr. Finney, and unanimously 

carried, the Board authorized and directed County staff to submit an application 

for a Conditional Use Permit, and to take all other actions necessary, to enable 

construction and operation of a Regional Jail facility on the property which 

consists of approximately 126 acres and on which property the County currently 

holds a purchase option, which property fronts on the southeast right-of-way of 

the northbound land for U.S. Highway 1, and on the southwest right-of-way of the 

southernmost right-of-way of State Route 634.

Upon motion of Mr. Conner, seconded by Ms. Drummond, and 

unanimously carried, the Board approved that all County zoning applications 

which are filed to enable construction and operation of a Regional Jail facility are 

hereby referred to the Brunswick County Planning Commission for consideration 

and recommendation.
