Transient Lodging Room Rental Tax Ordinance 

The Chairman opened the public hearing on the proposed Transient Lodging Room 

Rental Tax Ordinance.  No citizens spoke. 

After providing all citizens an opportunity to express their views, the Chairman 

closed the public hearing. 

Upon motion of Mr. Conner, seconded by Mr. Jones, and unanimously carried, the 

Board adopted the Transient Lodging Room Rental Tax Ordinance as advertised 
effective January 1, 2011.


ORDAINED:  The Chapter 54 (Taxation) of the Code of Brunswick County, Virginia, is hereby amended to add new Article IV, “Transient Lodging Room Rental Tax”, which reads as follows:

ARTICLE IV. TRANSIENT LODGING ROOM RENTAL TAX.

Sec. 54-135.
Definitions.


The following words and phrases when used in this section shall, for the purposes of this section, have the following respective meanings, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning. 


Lodging facility:  Any public or private hotel, motel, boarding house, travel campground, inn, apartment hotel, hostelry, tourist home or house, rooming house or other lodging place within the County where charges are made for the occupancy of any room or space occupied. 


Person: Any individual, firm, partnership, association, corporation, person acting in a representative capacity, or any group of individuals acting as a unit. 


Room rental:  The amount of the charge imposed for the occupancy of any room or space occupied at a lodging facility. 


Transient:  Any individual, or group of individuals, who occupy any room or space in a lodging facility for a period of less than thirty (30) consecutive days. 


Treasurer:  The Treasurer of the County.

Sec. 54-146.
Levy and rate. 


In addition to any other tax imposed by law, there is hereby imposed and levied on
each and every transient a tax equivalent to two percent (2%) of the total amount paid 
for room rental by or for any such transient to any lodging facility. 

Sec. 54-137. 
Exceptions.


No tax shall be payable hereunder in any of the following instances: 

1. On room rental paid by any federal, state, county or city official or employee when on official business, and the government concerned either pays the rental of reimburses the employee of official. 

2. On room rental paid to any hospital, medical clinic, convalescent home or home for the aged people. 

Sec. 54-138.
Collection. 

Every person receiving any payment for room rental with respect to which a tax is

levied under this section shall collect the amount of tax hereby imposed from the transient on whom the same is levied, or from the person paying for such room rental, at the time payment of such room rental is made. The taxes required to be collected hereunder shall be deemed to be held in trust by the person required to collect the same until remitted as hereinafter required. 
Section 54-139.
Reports and remittance.


The person collecting any such tax shall make out a report upon such forms, and setting forth such information, as the Commissioner of the Revenue may prescrive, showing the amount of room rental charges collected and the tax required to be collected and shall sign and deliver the same to the Treasurer with a remittance of such tax. Such reports and remittances shall be made on or before the last day of each month covering the amount of tax collected during the preceding month. Any person operating a lodging facility regularly throughout the year may, upon written application to, and with good cause shown, and upon the written consent of the Commissioner of the Revenue, make reports and remittances on an accounting period basis rather than upon a montly basis; however, in no event shall any such accounting period exceed five (5) weeks in duration. In the event the Commissioner of the Revenue gives written consent for the making of reports and remittances on such an accounting period, then the report and remittances shall be due on the last day of the month in which such accounting period ends. Any remittances made hereunder by check or money order shall be payable to Brunswick County. 

Sec. 54-140.
Penalty and interest for nonpayment. 

If any person shall fail or refuse to remit to the Treasurer the tax required to be collected and paid under this section, or fail or refuse to submit the reports required by this section within the time and in the amount specified in this section, there shall be added to such tax by the Treasurer a penalty of five percent (5%) if the failure is for not more than one month, with an additional five percent (5%) for each additional month, or fraction thereof, during which the failure continues, not to exceed twenty-five percent (25%) in the aggregate; however, in no case shall the penalty be less than ten dollars ($10.00) and such minimum penalty shall apply whether or not any tax is due for the period in which such return was required. In addition, there shall be added to such unpaid tax interest at the rate of eight percent (8%) per annum on the amount of tax delinquent, such interest to commence on the first day of the month following the month in which such taxes are due. 

Sec. 54-141.
Failure to collect, report or remit tax; action by Commissioner of the Revenue. 

If any person shall fail or refuse to collect, in whole or in part, or properly 

to report or remit, such tax within the time required by this section, the Commissioner of 

the Revenue shall proceed in such manner as he may deem best to obtain facts and 

information on which to base his estimate of the tax due. As soon as the Commissioner 

of the Revenue has procured such facts and information he shall make his estimate of 

the tax due and proceed to determine and asses against such person such estimated 

tax due together with the penalties and the total amount thereof shall be payable within 

ten (10) days from the date of such notice; however, before any determiantion or 

assessment is made by the Commissioner of the Revenue that any person is liable for 

tax penalty and interest under this section, he shall give such person notice and an 

opportunity to be heard concerning such possible determination and assessment. 

Sec. 54-142.
Records. 

 It shall be the duty of every person liable for the collection and payment to the 

County of any tax imposed by this section to keep and preserve for a period of three (3) 

years such suitable records as may be necessary to determine the amount of such tax as he may have been liable for collection of and payment to the County, which records the Commissioner of the Revenue and the Treasurer shall have the right to inspect at all reasonable times. 

Sec. 54-143.
Cessation of business.


Whenever any person required to collect and pay to the County a tax under this section shall cease to operate or otherwise dispose of his business, any tax payable to the County shall become immediately due and payable, and such person shall immediately make a report and pay the tax due. 

Sec. 54-144.
Powers and duties of Commissioner of the Revenue.


It shall be the duty of the Commissioner of the Revenue to ascertain the name of every person operating a lodging facility in the County liable for collection of the tax levied by this section. The Commissioner of the Revenue shall have the power to adopt rules and regulations not inconsistent with the provisions of this section for the purpose of carrying out and enforcing the payment, collection and remittance of the tax herein levied. 

Sec. 54-145.
Penalty for violation of section. 


Any person violating or failing to comply with any of the provisions of this section shall, upon conviction thereor, be guilty of a Class 3 misdemeanor, and each violation of failure to comply shall constitute a separate offense. The punishment provided for in this section shall be in addition to any other remedy for the collection of taxes provided for by law.

Fort Christanna Historical Site – Leadership in History Award of Merit 


Mr. Nathaniel Neblett stated that the Fort Christanna Historical Site is the 
recipient of the Leadership in History Award of Merit, a national award given by the 
American Association for State and Local History (AASLH). The AASLH presents the 

Leadership in History Award to establish and encourage standards of excellence in the 

collection, preservation, and interpretation of state and local history in order to make the 

past more meaningful to all Americans. By publicly recognizing superior and innovative 

achievements, the Leadership in History Awards serve as an inspiration to others in the 

field. The award will be presented at the American Association for State and Local 
History’s Annual Meeting in September 2010, held in Oklahoma City, Oklahoma.

St. Paul’s College Fieldhouse Project – David Tucker, Building Official

The Chairman recused himself from the discussion regarding this request. 

Mr. David Tucker, Building Official, stated that St. Paul’s College has installed bleachers at its athletic field with a seating capacity of 1,500 occupants. In accordance with the Uniform Statewide Building Code, bath facilities shall be provided as follows: 

Occupancy Requirements (1,500) 

· 750 men = 10 toilets or 4 toilets & 6 urinals with 4 lavatories

· 750 women = 19 toilets and 5 lavatories 

Mr. Tucker stated that St. Paul’s College is requesting a modification of the bath facility requirements based on attendance of games. Section 106.3 of the Uniform Statewide Building Code Part I-Issuance of Modifications allows the Building Official to grant a modification upon written application from the owner (See letter from LeRoy Bacote dated May 4, 2010). 

Staff recommends that the field house is designed in accordance with Uniform Statewide Building Code to meet the seating capacity of 1,500 occupants.  However, if the Board approves St. Paul’s College modification request, staff recommends that construction documents are prepared to identify future expansion to accommodate the installation of bath facilities for 1,500 occupants in accordance with the Uniform Statewide 


Upon motion of Mr. Tyler, seconded by Ms. Drummond, and carried, the Board 

approved St. Paul’s College’s request for a modification to the Uniform Statewide 

Building Code, Section 109, to install bath facilities to accommodate 750 occupants at 

the athletic field. Further, St. Paul’s College is required to submit construction 

documents to the Brunswick County Building Official that identify future expansion to 

accommodate the 1,500 seating capacity in accordance with the Uniform Statewide 

Building Code, Section 109.

Leslie Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that the proposed short-term dwelling 
rental ordinance has been drafted to address the issue of short-term rentals in the 
Residential (R-1), Limited and Residential (R-2), General Zoning Districts. The 

regulations in the proposed ordinance define short-term dwelling rental, where short-

term dwelling rentals are permitted and under what conditions they are permitted. 


The Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on March 9, 2010.  Staff 

received correspondence from James Eubanks, citizen, in favor of short term rentals, 

however, he is against the proposed ordinance. Staff also received a telephone call 

from Shirley Wecht, property owner, who is in favor of the proposed ordinance.

Lawrenceville-Brunswick Airport – Virginia Department of Environmental Quality – Release Detection 

Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated that the Virginia Department of 
Environmental Quality conducted an inspection at the 
Lawrenceville-Brunswick Airport 
on March 17, 2010, and determined that the County must establish a release detection 
method to monitor the underground fuel tank located on the Airport property for potential 
fuel leaks. There are four (4) monitoring wells at the Airport. 
There are various release detection methods which can be used. However, the 
Mr. Antonio Somoza, DEQ representative, indicated that groundwater monitoring would be the best method since the monitoring wells are already established. Mr. Jim Shiller, Airport Manager, agreed this would be the preferred method and suggested that the County contact the following local companies (Sadler Brothers Oil, Emporia; F.W. Baird Petroleum, Petersburg; and Parker Oil Company, South Hill). Parker Oil Company was the only company that provides this service through Environmental Management Services (sub-contractor).  
Ms. Woolridge stated that Parker Oil Company/Environmental Management 

Services conducted a site visit at the Airport and determined that they can perform 
monthly monitoring services at the cost of $45.00 per month. They will provide a written 
report detailing results to the County each month. 


The recommendation is to accept the bid from Parker Oil Company 

/Environmental Management Services in the amount of $45.00 per month to 
provide monthly monitoring services and utilize existing funds in the Airport’s budget.
