     Upon motion of Mr. Tyler, seconded by Ms. Drummond, and unanimously carried, the Board approved the agenda as presented.

Re:   Public Hearing on Proposed Ordinance to Repeal and Re-enact Boundary Lines of Election Districts and Precincts and to Designate Polling Places for Brunswick County, Virginia  
    The Chairman opened the public hearing.  The following individual spoke: 

· Gwendolyn McMillan requested that the Board do not relocate any of the polling places. She indicated that citizens are accustomed to voting at a particular precinct and any changes may result in confusion.  
After all citizens were provided an opportunity to express their views, the Chairman closed the public hearing. 

     Upon motion of Ms. Drummond, seconded by Mr. Finney, and unanimously carried, the Board adopted the ordinance to repeal and re-enact boundary lines of election districts and precincts and to designate polling places for Brunswick County, Virginia. 

     NOW BE IT ORDAINED, THAT all ordinances previously adopted establishing boundary lines for election districts and precincts within the County and designating polling places be hereby repealed, including, but not limited to, the Ordinance titled “An Ordinance Re: Creation of Election Districts, Creation of Precincts, Designation of Polling Places” adopted by the Board of Supervisors on the 17th day of October, 2001, as subsequently amended by Actions of the Board of Supervisors on March 20, 2002, May 21, 2003, June 16, 2004, March 18, 2009, and May 20, 2009.

     NOW BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that the following election changes be hereby adopted:

Section     1.
Pursuant to the authority and procedures contained in Section 15.2-1400, Section 15.2-1211, Section 24.2-223, Section 24.2-304.1, Sections 24.2-305 through 24.2-311 of the Code of Virginia, 1950 (as amended), the existing Magisterial Districts of Brunswick County, Virginia, to-wit, Meherrin, Powellton, Red Oak, Sturgeon and Totaro Magisterial Districts, as they now exist and have heretofore existed, are expressly retained for historical territorial purposes; and the Election Districts of the County are created and established as set forth herein.  
Section     2.
The election districts shall be as follows:


Election District 1 – Meherrin Election District



Election District 2 – Powellton Election District



Election District 3 – Red Oak Election District



Election District 4 – Sturgeon Election District

Election District 5 – Totaro Election District

Section     3.
There shall be one supervisor and one school board member elected from each election district, each with a four-year term.

Section     4.
The boundaries of each election district may be viewed on the attached map and shall consist of the territory bounded as follows: 

A. Election District 1:  Commencing at the point formed by the junction of the southernmost boundary of the County and the westernmost boundary of the County; thence along the westernmost boundary of the County in a northerly direction to its intersection with the northern boundary of the corporate limits of the Town of Brodnax; thence along the northern corporate limits of Brodnax to its intersection with U.S. Highway 58; thence along the centerline of U.S. Highway 58 in an easterly direction to its intersection with Totaro Creek; thence along the center of Totaro Creek in a southeasterly direction to its confluence with the Meherrin River; thence southeast along the center of the Meherrin River to its junction with State Highway 46; thence south along the centerline of State Highway 46 to its intersection with State Route 611; thence east along the centerline of State Route 611 to its intersection with State Route 692; thence first southerly, and thence westerly, along the centerline of State Route 692 to its intersection with State Highway 46; thence southwest along the centerline of State Highway 46 to its intersection with State Route 667; thence in a southwesterly direction along the centerline of State Route 667 to its intersection with the easternmost edge of Lake Gaston at Pea Hill Creek; thence in a southerly direction along the easternmost edge of Lake Gaston to a point of intersection with State Route 669; thence in southeasterly direction along the centerline of State Route 669 to its southernmost boundary of the County; thence west along the southernmost boundary of the County to the westernmost boundary of the County, which is the point of beginning. 

B. Election District 2: Commencing at the point formed by the junction of the southernmost boundary of the County and the easternmost boundary of the County; thence along the easternmost boundary of the County in a general northeasterly direction to its intersection with U.S. Highway 58; thence west along the centerline of U.S. Highway 58 to its intersection with State Route 750; thence southwest along the centerline of State Route 750 to its intersection with U.S. Highway 58 Business; thence west along the centerline of U.S. Highway 58 Business to its intersection with Clary Street; thence south along the centerline of Clary Street to a point formed by the intersection of the extension of Clary Street and the Norfolk & Western Railway track right-of-way; thence southwest along the Norfolk & Western Railway track to its junction with the easternmost corporate limits of the Town of Lawrenceville; thence south along the corporate limits of Lawrenceville to its intersection with State Route 678; thence east along State Route 678 to its intersection with Roses Creek; thence along the center of Roses Creek in a southeasterly direction to its junction with U.S. Highway 58 Bypass; thence southwest along the centerline of U.S. Highway 58 Bypass to its intersection with State Route 713; thence south along the centerline of State Route 713 to its intersection with State Highway 715; thence northwest along the centerline of State Route 715 to its intersection with State Highway 46; thence south along the centerline of State Highway 46 to its intersection with the eastern boundary of Election District No. 1 as previously described; thence south along the eastern boundary of Election District No. 1 to the southernmost boundary of the County; thence east along the southernmost boundary of the County to the easternmost boundary of the County, which is the point of beginning.

C. Election District 3: Commencing at the point on the westernmost boundary of the County at its intersection with the northern boundary of the corporate limits of the Town of Brodnax; thence north along the westernmost boundary of the County to its intersection with the northernmost boundary of the County, thence along the northernmost boundary of the County in a general southeasterly direction to its intersection with U.S. Highway 1; thence southwest along the centerline of U.S. Highway 1 to its intersection with State Route 630; thence north along the centerline of State Route 630 to its intersection with Willie Yancey Road; thence west along the center of Willie Yancey Road to its intersection with the  State Route 642, thence south along the centerline of State Route 642 to its intersection with State Route 643; thence west along the centerline of State Route 643 to its intersection with State Route 628; thence south along the centerline of State Route 628 to State Route 614; thence south along the centerline of State Route 614 to Interstate 85; thence west along the centerline of Interstate 85 to its intersection with U.S. Highway 1; thence southwest along the centerline of U.S.Highway 1  to its intersection with  Roses Creek and the Corporate Limits  of  the Town of Alberta  (Reference Plat Book 15 Page 120, Plat Dated December 27, 2001);thence along the new corporate limits of the Town of Alberta which include Tax Map 31 Parcel 38 and Tax Map 31 Parcel 23C to its intersection with Highway 46; thence in a northerly direction along the centerline of Highway 46 to its intersection with U.S. Highway 1; thence southwest to its intersection with State Route 644; thence southerly along the centerline of State Route 644 to its intersection with State Route 639; thence southwest along the centerline of State Route 639 to its intersection with State Route 655; thence south along the centerline of State Route 655 to its intersection with State Route 647; thence southeast along the centerline of State Route 647 to its junction with Briery Branch; thence south along the center of Briery Branch to its confluence with the Meherrin River; thence south along the center of the Meherrin River to its junction with the northern boundary of Election District No. 1; thence in a general southwesterly direction along the northernmost boundary of Election District No. 1 to the westernmost boundary of the County, which is the point of beginning. 

D. Election District 4: Commencing at the point where U.S. Highway 1 crosses the northernmost boundary of the County; thence along the northernmost boundary of the County in a general southeasterly direction to its junction with the easternmost boundary of the County; thence south along the easternmost boundary of the County to its intersection with U.S. Highway 58; thence west along the center of U.S. Highway 58 to its intersection with State Route 750; thence southwest along the centerline of State Route 750 to its intersection with U.S. Highway 58 Business; thence west along the center of U.S. Highway 58 Business to its intersection with the easternmost boundary of the corporate limits of the Town of Lawrenceville; thence north along the easternmost boundary of the corporate limits of Lawrenceville to its junction with the northernmost boundary of the corporate limits of Lawrenceville; thence west along the northernmost boundary of the corporate limits of Lawrenceville to its junction with Roses Creek; thence northwest along the center of Roses Creek to the southern boundary of Election District No. 3; thence in a general northeasterly direction along the eastern boundary of Election District No. 3 to its junction with the northernmost boundary of the County, which is the point of beginning. 

E. Election District 5:  Commencing at the intersection of Highway 46 and U.S. Highway 1; thence in a southerly direction along the centerline of Highway 46 to its intersection with Election District No. 3; thence in a northeasterly direction along the southern boundary of Election District No. 3 to its intersection with Roses Creek; thence southeast along the center of Roses Creek to its junction with the northernmost boundary of the corporate limits of the Town of Lawrenceville; thence east along the northernmost boundary of the corporate limits of Lawrenceville to its junction with the easternmost boundary of the corporate limits of Lawrenceville; thence south along the easternmost boundary of the corporate limits of Lawrenceville to its junction with U.S. Highway 58 Business; thence east along the centerline of U.S. Highway 58 Business to its intersection with Clary Street and the western boundary of Election District No. 2; thence in a general southwesterly direction along the western boundary of Election District No. 2 to its junction with the Meherrin River and the northern boundary of Election District No. 1; thence along the northern boundary of Election District No. 1 in a general northwesterly direction to its intersection with the Meherrin River and the eastern boundary of Election District No. 3 in a general northerly direction to its intersection with Highway 46 and U.S. Highway 1, which is the point of beginning. 

Section     5.
The boundaries of each precinct may be found in the attached map and shall consist of the territory bounded as follows: 

A. Election District 1:

Precinct 101, Brodnax shall consist of the territory bounded by the northernmost boundary of Election District No.1 from the westernmost boundary of the County to its intersection with State Route 644; thence south along the centerline of State Route 644 to its intersection with State Route 611; thence in a general southwesterly direction along the centerline of State Route 611 to its junction with the westernmost boundary of the County; thence north along the westernmost boundary of the County to its intersection with the northernmost boundary of Election District No.1 at the point of beginning.

Precinct 102, Rock Store shall consist of the territory bounded by the northernmost boundary of Election District No.1 from the easternmost boundary of Election District No. 1 to its intersection with State Route 644; thence south along the centerline of State Route 644 to its intersection with State Route 626; thence southeast along the centerline of State Route 626 to its intersection with the easternmost boundary of Election District No.1; thence north along the easternmost boundary of Election District No.1 to its junction with the northernmost boundary of Election District No.1 at the point of beginning.

Precinct 103, Tillman shall consist of the southern portion of Election District No.1, bounded on the south by the County line, on the west by the County line to State Route 611, and on the north by State Route 611; thence along the centerline of State Route 611 in a general northeasterly direction to its intersection with State Route 644; thence south along the centerline of State Route 644 to its intersection with State Route 626; thence southeast along the centerline of State Route 626 to its intersection with the easternmost boundary of Election District No. 1; thence south along the easternmost boundary of Election District No. 1 to its intersection with the southernmost boundary of the County at the point of beginning.

B. Election District 2:

Precinct 201, Dromgoole shall consist of all the Election District No.2 which lies on the southern side of Rattlesnake Creek.

Precinct 202, Edgerton shall consist of all the Election District No.2 which lies on the northern side of the Meherrin River.

Precinct 203, Fitzhugh shall consist of all the Election District No.2 which lies between the Meherrin River and Rattlesnake Creek.

C. Election District 3:

Precinct 301, Alberta shall consist of the territory contained within the corporate limits of the Town of Alberta.

Precinct 302, Danieltown shall consist of the territory described as beginning at the northwestern boundary of the County adjoining Nottoway and Lunenburg Counties; thence along the northernmost boundary of the County in a general southeasterly direction to its intersection with Red Oak Creek; thence along the center of Red Oak Creek in a general southwesterly direction to its intersection with State Route 616; thence west along the centerline of State Route 616 to its intersection with State Route 606; thence south along the centerline of State Route 606 to the northernmost boundary of the corporate limits of the Town of Alberta; thence west along the northernmost boundary of the corporate limits of Alberta to its junction with the westernmost boundary of the corporate limits of Alberta; thence along the westernmost boundary of the corporate limits of Alberta in a general southeasterly direction to its junction with the southernmost boundary of the corporate limits of Alberta; and intersection of U.S. Highway 1; thence west along the centerline of U.S. Highway 1 to its intersection with the easternmost boundary of Election District No.3; thence along the easternmost boundary of Election District No.3 in a general southwesterly direction to the Meherrin River; thence running up the north side of the Meherrin River in a northwesterly direction to the Brunswick/Mecklenburg County line; thence north with the western County line to the place of beginning.

Precinct 303, Elmore shall consist of the territory in Election District No.3 commencing at the point formed by the junction of U. S. Highway 1 and the northernmost boundary of the County; thence along the northernmost boundary of the County in a general northwesterly direction to its junction with Red Oak Creek; thence along the center of Red Oak Creek in a general southwesterly direction to its intersection with State Route 616; thence west along the centerline of State Route 616 to its intersection with State Route 606; thence south along the centerline of State Route 606 to the northernmost boundary of the corporate limits of the Town of Alberta; thence northeast along the northernmost boundary of the corporate limits of Alberta to its junction with the easternmost corporate limits of Alberta; thence southeast along the easternmost boundary of the corporate limits of Alberta; thence southwesterly along the southern boundary of the corporate limits of Alberta to its intersection with Interstate 85; thence along the center median of Interstate 85 to its intersection with State Route 614; thence along the easternmost boundary of Election District No.3 in a general northeasterly direction to its junction with the northernmost boundary of the County at the point of beginning.

Precinct 304, Seymour shall consist of the territory lying on the south side of the Meherrin River beginning at the Brunswick/Mecklenburg County line and continuing in a southeasterly direction to its junction with U.S. Highway 58; thence in a westerly direction to the corporate limits of the Town of Brodnax; thence in a northerly direction along the corporate limit line to its junction with the Brunswick/Mecklenburg County line; thence in a northerly direction to the Meherrin River to the place of beginning.

D. Election District 4:

Precinct 401, Sturgeon shall consist of all the Election District No.4 which lies east of the boundary line described as follows: Commencing at the intersection of State Route 642 and the southernmost boundary of Election District No.4; proceeding thence in a northerly direction along the centerline of State Route 642 to its intersection with State Route 682; proceeding thence in a easterly direction along the centerline of State Route 682 to its intersection with State Route 606; proceeding thence for a short distance in a northerly direction along the centerline of State Route 606 to its intersection with State Route 682; proceeding thence in a easterly direction along the centerline of State Route 682 to its intersection with State Route 630; proceeding thence in a northerly direction along the centerline of State Route 630 to its intersection with the northeastern boundary of Election District No.4.

Precinct 402, King's Store shall consist of all the Election District No.4 which lies west of the boundary line described as follows: Commencing at the intersection of State Route 642 and the southernmost boundary of Election District No.4; proceeding thence in a northerly direction along the centerline of State Route 642 to its intersection with State Route 682; proceeding thence in a westerly easterly direction along the centerline of State Route 682 to its intersection with State Route 606; proceeding thence for a short distance in a northerly direction along the centerline of State Route 606 to its intersection with State Route 682; proceeding thence in a westerly easterly direction along the centerline of State Route 682 to its intersection with State Route 630; proceeding thence in a northerly direction along the centerline of State Route 630 to its intersection with the northeastern boundary of Election District No.4.

E. Election District 5:

Precinct 501, Lawrenceville shall consist of the entire territory contained in Election District No.5.

Section     6.
The following polling places are hereby designated: 

A. Election District 1:
Precinct 101, Brodnax Precinct: The polling place shall be located in the Brodnax Firehouse at the intersection of U.S. Highway 58 and Main Street in Brodnax, 724 Piney Pond Road, Brodnax, VA 23920.

Precinct 102, Rock Store Precinct: The polling place shall be located in the building behind the former South Brunswick Elementary School at the intersection of State Highway 46 and State Route 611, 9162 Christanna Highway, Gasburg, VA 23857.

Precinct 103, Tillman's Precinct: The polling place shall be located in the firehouse at Ebony on State Route 626, Ebony Fire House, 497 Robinson Ferry Road, Ebony, VA 23845.

B. Election District 2:

Precinct 201, Dromgoole Precinct: The polling place shall be located in the Triplet Fire House, 3548 Triplet Road, Lawrenceville, VA 23868.

Precinct 202, Edgerton Precinct: The polling place shall be located in the Brunswick Senior Tech Center, 92 School Days Drive, Lawrenceville, VA 23868.

Precinct 203, Fitzhugh Precinct: The polling place shall be located in the Meherrin-Powellton Elementary School at the intersection of State Route 673 and State Route 611, 11555 Dry Bread Road, Lawrenceville, VA 23868.

C. Election District 3:

Precinct 301, Alberta Precinct: The polling place shall be located at the fire department building located on First Avenue in Alberta, Alberta Fire House, 54 Main Street, Alberta, VA 23821.

Precinct 302, Danieltown Precinct:  The polling place shall be located in the New Hope Community Center at the intersection of State Highway 46 and State Route 729, New Hope Community Center, 742 New Hope Road, Alberta, VA 23821.

Precinct 303, Elmore's Precinct: The polling place shall be located in the Red Oak-Sturgeon Elementary School, 4081 Flat Rock Road, Alberta, VA 23821.

Precinct 304, Seymour Precinct: The polling place shall be located in the new Brodnax Volunteer Fire Department building on U.S. Highway 58, approximately one-half mile west of the former Brodnax Firehouse, 724 Piney Pond Road, Brodnax, VA 23920.

D. Election District 4:

Precinct 401, Sturgeon Precinct: The polling place shall be located in the Central Services Office for Brunswick County Public Schools, 1718 Farmers Field Road, Dolphin, VA 23843.

Precinct 402, King's Store Precinct: The polling place shall be located in the Alberta Fire House, 54 Main Street, Alberta, VA 23821.

E. Election District 5

Precinct 501, Lawrenceville Precinct: The polling place shall be located in the John E. Thomasson Student Center, St. Paul's College, 100 Athletic Field Drive, Lawrenceville, VA 23868.

Section     7.
Any other Ordinances that conflict with this Ordinance shall be repealed to the extent necessary to give full force and effect to this Ordinance, but shall otherwise remain in full force.

Section     8.
Should any portion of this Ordinance be found to be in violation of the law and therefore be declared invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining portions shall remain in full force and effect.

Section     9.
This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon adoption as provided in §24.2-311 of the Code of Virginia and shall apply to all elections after December 31, 2010 or after the U.S. Department of Justice has notified the County that the Ordinance has received pre-clearance, whichever shall occur later.

Section     10.
The County Attorney shall submit this Ordinance and accompanying materials to support this Ordinance to the proper authorities for pre-clearance and notification purposes.
