Conditional Use Permit Case #10-008- Brunswick County/Lake Gaston Tourism 

Association, Inc. – Operate and Maintain a Visitor Center in the Agricultural (A-1) 

Zoning District   


Leslie Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that the subject property is located at 

the intersection of Christanna Highway and Iron Bridge Road in the Meherrin Magisterial

District. 



The applicants are requesting approval of a conditional use permit for facilities, 

activities, and operations which are provided by a duly constituted unit of government in 

the Agricultural (A-1) Zoning District as per Section 4-1-35 of the Brunswick County 

Zoning Ordinance. The applicants are requesting to operate and maintain a 

visitor/welcome center. 


The Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on this request at their 
May 11, 2010, meeting. No one spoke in favor of or in opposition to the request. The 

Planning Commission voted unanimously to recommend approval of Conditional Use 

Permit Case #10-008 subject to the following conditions:

1. The facility shall be operated and maintained in accordance with all rules and regulations of the Brunswick County Zoning Ordinance, with any and all terms and conditions of this conditional use permit, and in compliance with all federal, state and other local laws and regulations for this use. Failure of the facility to be operated in compliance with all federal, state and local laws will result in enforcement action by the County which may include revocation of this permit by the Board of Supervisors.

2. Prior to the issuance of a zoning permit for the proposed facility or any accessory structures and/or equipment, the applicant shall submit a site development plan to the County for review and approval in accordance with the provisions of Article 27 of the Brunswick County Zoning Ordinance. 

3. Prior to commencing land disturbing activities on the subject property, the applicant shall submit to the County for review and approval an Erosion Sediment Control Plan in accordance with the provisions of the Brunswick County Erosion Control Ordinance and the Virginia Erosion and Sediment Control Handbook and Regulations. This approval includes obtaining a Land Disturbance Permit from the County.

4. A copy of any and all permits and/or licenses from any federal, state, local or other governmental agency regulating this use must be on file with the County prior to the issuance of site plan approval. 

5. All federal, state and local licenses and certificates required to do business in the Commonwealth of Virginia and the County of Brunswick shall be secured and maintained. 

6. All proposed design, construction and operational plans, permit applications and other documents that are submitted to local, state or federal agencies in connection with the facility shall be submitted to the County.   

7. All documents received by the County regarding the facility shall be public records. 

8. Storm water runoff from the facility shall be managed and discharged in accordance with applicable fedearl and state regulations. 

9. No use other than a visitors/welcome center is authorized unless described in this permit.

10. This conditional use permit shall expire if the use of the site for a visitors/welcome center ceases for two (2) years or more. 

11. The conditions hereof are not severable. Should one or more be deemed unenforceable, this permit shall be void. 


The Chairman opened the public hearing. No one spoke in favor of or in opposition to the request.

Ordinance Amendment Case #10-005 – Short Term Dwelling Rentals 


Leslie Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that the proposed short-term dwelling 

rental ordinance has been drafted to address the issue of short-term rentals in the 

Residential (R-1), Limited and Residential (R-2), General Zoning Districts. The 

regulations in the proposed ordinance define short-term dwelling rental, where short-

term dwelling rentals are permitted and under what conditions they are permitted. 


The Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on March 9, 2010.  Staff 

received correspondence from James Eubanks, citizen, in favor of short term rentals, 

however, he is against the proposed ordinance. Staff also received a telephone call 

from Shirley Wecht, property owner, who is in favor of the proposed ordinance. 



The following comments were received at the public hearing:
· Larry Jenkins, citizen, stated that he is against the proposed ordinance.
· Wally Sayko, citizen, stated that he is against the proposed ordinance.
· Elizabeth Hancock Greenfield, representing Southside Virginia Association of Realtors, stated that the Association has concerns with the proposed ordinance. 
· Keith Boswell, property owner, stated that he is in support of the proposed ordinance. 
· Robin Crable, property owner and realtor, stated that she is in support of short-term rentals but the proposed guidelines may be too strict.
· Chad Barbour stated that his in support of short-term rentals but against the proprosed ordinance.
· Earl Blick, representing his son Richard Blick, property owner, stated that his son is in support of short term rentals but against the proposed ordinance. 

The Planning Commission voted to recommend approval of Case #10-005.
However, since that time staff has evaluated the comments received and discussed the case with the County Attorney. As a result, staff recommends referring Case #10-005 back to the Planning Commission for review and recommendation based on the comments from the public hearing and from the County Attorney.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF

BRUNSWICK, VIRGINIA AMENDING A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE ISSUANCE OF DEBT BY THE MEHERRIN RIVER REGIONAL JAIL AUTHORITY

AND APPROVING AMENDMENTS TO THE SERVICE AGREEMENT

WHEREAS, the County of Brunswick, Virginia (the “County”) entered into that certain Service Agreement, dated April 3, 2008, (the “Service Agreement”) among itself and the counties of Dinwiddie and Mecklenburg (collectively, the “Member Jurisdictions”) and the Meherrin River Regional Jail Authority (the “Authority”), in connection with the acquisition, construction, equipping and operation of a regional jail system;

WHEREAS, on April 21, 2010, the Board of Supervisors adopted a resolution (the “Prior Resolution”) approving the issuance of debt by the Authority to the Virginia Resources Authority (“VRA”), as required by VRA and the terms of the Service Agreement, to finance the acquisition, construction and equipping of the Authority’s regional jail facility to be located in Brunswick County (the “Regional Jail”);

WHEREAS, the Prior Resolution approved the issuance by the Authority to VRA of revenue bonds in the aggregate principal amount not to exceed $55,000,000 (the “Bonds”) to finance the local costs of the Regional Jail, and approved the issuance by the Authority to VRA of short-term revenue notes in the aggregate principal amount not to exceed $30,000,000 (the “Notes”) to finance the costs of the Regional Jail to be reimbursed the Commonwealth of Virginia;

WHEREAS, VRA has indicated its willingness to purchase the Bonds through its Infrastructure Revenue Bond Pooled Financing Program, and has presented two options for the purchase of the Notes as either modified bonds through such pool program or through a stand-alone short-term note issuance of VRA;

WHEREAS, in connection with its purchase of the either the Bonds or the Bonds and the Notes, VRA has requested certain amendments to the Service Agreement for the primary purpose of clarifying the moral obligation commitment made by the Member Jurisdictions to pay certain preliminary expenses of the Authority, and desires that the amended agreement expressly state that such obligation will apply to payment of the Bonds and/or Notes of the Authority purchased by VRA starting on the date of purchase and ending on the date that is one year after the Regional Jail is placed in service, with such moral obligation being subject to the appropriation of funds for such purpose by the governing bodies of the Member Jurisdictions and being in the same percentages initially provided in the Service Agreement;

WHEREAS, the Authority’s financial advisor has recommended to the Authority that in addition to seeking short-term financing through VRA, the Authority should also seek short-term financing through the issuance of the Notes to one or more financial institutions, and the Authority has authorized the issuance of a request for proposals for such purpose with the expectation that the Authority and Member Jurisdictions would be required to provide the same level of security as would be provided to VRA, including the moral obligation of the Member Jurisdictions;

WHEREAS, the Authority has adopted a resolution approving the issuance of the Bonds to VRA, approving the issuance of the Notes to either VRA or one or more financial institutions, whichever provides the most advantageous financing arrangement, as determined by the Authority in consultation with its financial advisor, and authorizing the amendments to the Service Agreement requested by VRA in the form approved by the Member Jurisdictions;

WHEREAS, the County desires to approve the action taken by the Authority authorizing the issuance of the Bonds and the Notes, and desires to approve the amendments to the Service Agreement requested by VRA in substantially the form of the Amended and Restated Service Agreement draft dated as of July 1, 2010 (the “Amended Agreement”) among Authority and the Member Jurisdictions on file with the County.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Brunswick, Virginia that:

1.
Amendment of Prior Resolution and Consent.  The Prior Resolution is hereby amended by approving the sale of the Bonds to VRA, and approving the sale of the Notes to either VRA or a financial institution as the Authority shall determine, in consultation with its financial advisor, to be most advantageous to the Authority and the Member Jurisdictions, all as described above in connection with the Regional Jail project.  The approval herein granted is conditioned upon the adoption of similar approval resolutions by the other Member Jurisdictions.

2.
Approval of Amended Agreement. The Amended Agreement is hereby approved in substantially the form on file with the County.  The Chairman or Vice Chairman of the Board or County Administrator are each authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the County, and the Secretary is authorized if required to affix and attest the seal of the County, to the Amended Agreement with such changes, insertions or omissions, as may be approved by any of such officers, whose approval will be evidenced conclusively by the execution and delivery of the Amended Agreement.   Such officers are further authorized to do and perform and execute and deliver such other documents and instruments as may be necessary or appropriate to carry out the matters herein approved. 

3.
Bonds and Notes Limited Obligation of the Authority.  The County hereby acknowledges and agrees that the source of the payment of and security for debt service on the Bonds are the revenues of the Authority, including but not limited to the fees and charges paid by the County.  While the County recognizes that the expected source of repayment for the Notes is the reimbursement payment from the Commonwealth of Virginia, the County further acknowledges and agrees that in the event such reimbursement payment is not made or is made after the due date of the Notes and the Authority is unable to refinance the Notes prior to maturity, the source of payment of and security for debt service on the Notes are the revenues of the Authority, including but not limited to the fees and charges paid by the County.  The County further acknowledges and agrees that the moral obligation described above and set forth in the Amended Agreement will apply to the Bonds and the Notes, and that the purchasers of the Bonds and the Notes will expect the County and the other Member Jurisdictions to honor their commitments in the event revenues of the Authority are insufficient to pay such obligations during the period in which the moral obligation commitments are in effect.  It is to be understood that the documents reflecting the terms and provisions of the Bonds and the Notes shall provide that such indebtedness shall not be deemed to constitute a debt or pledge of the faith and credit or the taxing power of the Commonwealth of Virginia or any political subdivision thereof, including the Authority and the County, and that neither the Commonwealth nor any other political subdivision, including the County, nor the Authority shall be obligated to pay the principal of, premium, if any, or interest on such indebtedness or other costs incident thereto, except from the revenues pledged by the Authority therefor, all as permitted by law and described under the documentation to be entered into in connection with the Bonds and the Notes.

Virginia Retirement System Member Contribution Resolution  



Mrs. Maitland, Treasurer, stated that the Virginia General Assembly passed 

legislation implementing new plan provisions for employees hired or rehired on or after 

July 1, 2010, with no prior VRS service.  The new plan is called that VRS Plan 2.  One 

of the changes stipulated in the new legislation is that Plan 2 employees will pay the five 

percent (5%) member contribution to the retirement system through pre-taxed salary 

reductions. Local governments may elect to pay some or all of the five percent (5%) 

member contribution on behalf of your Plan 2 employees. Currently, the 5% contribution 

is paid by the County for all full-time (Plan 1) employees covered by VRS.



In order to continue this benefit for newly hired employees, a resolution must be 

submitted to the Virginia Retirement System.

Authorization to Pick-up the Employee’s Contribution to VRS 

Under § 414(h) of the Internal Revenue Code For Plan 2 Employees

WHEREAS, the Virginia General Assembly, in its 2010 session passed legislation creating a separate retirement plan for employees hired on or after July 1, 2010 (hereafter referred to as “Plan 2 Employees”). The legislation stipulates that Plan 2 Employees will pay their 5 percent member contribution and that, absent other action by the employer, such contribution will be paid through salary reduction according to Internal Revenue Code § 414 (h) on a pre-tax basis; and

WHEREAS, the legislation allows certain employers, including the County of Brunswick, to pick-up and pay all or a portion of the member contributions on behalf of its Plan 2 Employees as an additional benefit not paid as salary; and

WHEREAS, the election to pick-up and pay all or a portion of the member contributions on behalf of its Plan 2 Employees as an additional benefit not paid as salary shall, once made, remain in effect for the applicable fiscal year (July 1 - June 30) and shall continue in effect beyond the end of such fiscal year absent a subsequent resolution changing the way the 5 percent member contribution is paid; and 

WHEREAS, employee contributions that are picked-up as an additional benefit not paid as salary are not considered wages for purposes of VA Code § 51.1-700 et seq. nor shall they be considered salary for purposes of VA Code § 51.1-100 et seq.; and 
WHEREAS, the County of Brunswick desires to pick-up and pay its Plan 2 Employees’ member contributions to VRS as an additional benefit not paid as salary in an amount equal to five per cent (5%) of creditable compensation; and

WHEREAS, VRS tracks such picked-up member contributions and is prepared to treat such contributions as employee contributions for all purposes of VRS.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that effective the first day of July, 2010, the County of Brunswick shall pick-up member contributions of its Plan 2 Employees to VRS as an additional benefit not paid as salary in an amount equal to five percent (5%) of creditable compensation subject to the terms and conditions described above; and it is further

RESOLVED that such contributions, although designated as member contributions, are to be made by the County of Brunswick in lieu of member contributions; and it is further

RESOLVED that nothing herein shall be construed so as to permit or extend an option to VRS members to receive the picked-up contributions made by the County of Brunswick directly instead of having them paid to VRS.

Based on the current policy, any balance in excess of $10,000 at the end of each fiscal 
year will be distributed between the six deputies of the Commissioner of Revenue and 
the Treasurer as a bonus.  The Commissioner of Revenue and the Treasurer do not 
share in any portion of this distribution. No local funds are used in these payments. 



Based on this policy, $5,170 needs to be appropriated to the appropriate line 
items in the DMV Fund.

Local Board of Building Code Appeals 



Mrs. Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that in October, 2009, a Building Code 
Effectiveness Grading Schedule survey was conducted by Insurance Services Office, 

Inc. (ISO).  ISO is a leading supplier of statistical data, underwriting information, and 

actuarial analysis to the property/casualty insurance industry in the United States. The 

County received a regression in its classification based on several reasons, one being 

that the County does not have a Local Board of Building Code Appeals. 


Based on research conducted by staff, on April 21, 1999, the Board of 
Supervisors approved for Brunswick County to join the Crater Regional Building Code 
Appeals Board. This Regional Board and its members meet the qualifications as set 
forth in the Virginia Uniform Statewide Building Code. The Crater Regional Building 
Code Appeals Board currently serves the following counties: 
· Brunswick County
· Dinwiddie County
· Greensville County
· Prince George County
· Surry County
· City of Colonial Heights
· City of Emporia
· City of Hopewell
· City of Petersburg 
According to Martha A. Burton, Assistant to the Executive Director with Crater 

Planning District Commission, Brunswick County is still considered to be a member

of the Crater Regional Building Code Appeals Board under the same conditions as when the County joined in 1999. 
There is no financial obligation to the County to be a member.
