Proposed Floodplain Management Ordinance  


Mrs. Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that the U.S. Department of Homeland 

Security’s Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) has completed a Flood 

Insurance Study (FIS) and Floor Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) for Brunswick County. 

This study was last completed in 1990. 


The authority of the Flood Insurance Study and Flood Insurance Rate Map is 

based on the National Flood Insurance Act of 1968 and the Flood Disaster Protection 

Act of 1973. 


Brunswick County’s continued eligibility in the National Flood Insurance Program 

(NFIP) requires evidence of adoption of floodplain regulations that meets the standards 

of NFIP regulations before July 7, 2009. 


The County’s current Floodplain Management Ordinance has been reviewed and 

approved by Alison Mitchell, Floodplain Program Planner with the Virginia Department 
of Conservation and Recreation. Staff recommends approval of the proposed 
amendments to the Floodplain Management Ordinance. 

The Chair opened the public hearing.   No citizens spoke.  After all citizens were 

provided an opportunity to express their views, the Chair closed the public hearing.  


Upon motion of Mr. Conner, seconded by Mr. Jones, and unanimously carried, 

the Board adopted the proposed floodplain management ordinance as advertised.

Proposed Ordinance to Enact Cable Television Franchise Renewal with 

JetBroadband VA, LLC 


Mr. Slayton, County Attorney, stated that a request had been received from 

JetBroadband VA, LLC for a renewal of the cable television franchise renewal. 


The Chair opened the public hearing. No citizen spoke. 

After all citizens were provided an opportunity to express their views, the Chair 

closed the public hearing.

Upon motion of Mr. Conner, seconded by Mr. Finney, and unanimously carried, 

the Board adopted the following resolution: 
WHEREAS, JetBroadband VA, LLC (“Franchisee”) owns, operates and maintains a cable television system (“System”) serving Brunswick County, Virginia pursuant to a franchise agreement which expired on May 17, 2009 (the “Franchise”) issued by Brunswick County, Virginia (the “Franchise Authority”), and Franchisee is the duly authorized holder of the Franchise; and 

WHEREAS, Franchisee has requested the consent of the Franchise Authority for the renewal of the Franchise in accordance with the requirements of the Franchise and applicable law; and

WHEREAS, Franchisee has represented that it will comply with the terms and conditions of the Franchise; and

WHEREAS, the Franchise Authority believes that it is in the best interest of the community to approve the renewal of the Franchise granted to Franchisee.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE FRANCHISE AUTHORITY AS FOLLOWS:


SECTION 1.  The Franchise Authority hereby approves and consents to the renewal for a term of five years of the Franchise, all in accordance with the terms of the Franchise and applicable law and Franchisee shall comply with the terms and conditions of the Franchise.

SECTION 2. The Franchise Authority confirms that the renewal term of the Franchise shall be for a term of five (5) years deemed to have commenced on May 18, 2009 and ending on May 17, 2014.

SECTION 3. This Resolution shall have the force of a continuing agreement with Franchisee, and the Franchising Authority shall not revoke, amend or otherwise alter this Resolution without the consent of the Franchisee.


Further, the Board approved a First Amendment to the Community Antenna 

Television Franchise Ordinance by and between the County of Brunswick, Virginia and 

JetBroadband VA, LLC regarding the following:
· JetBroadband shall pay to Brunswick County an annual franchise fee equal to 5% of JetBroadband’s Gross Revenues as herein defined. “Gross Revenue(s)” shall mean any and all compensation or receipts derived by JetBroadband from the transmission and carriage of broadcast signals, satellite tiers and any premium channels within the licensed area, but shall not include deposits delivered to JetBroadband until such time as JetBroadban is legally entitle to retain the same. Gross Revenue is intended to include JetBroadband’s gross annual receipts from all sources attributable to the provision of cable television services by JetBroadband within Brunswick County. The term does not include sums received by JetBroadband for additional outlets, converters, installations, disconnections, inspections and repairs of or to any installation and shall be exclusive of refunds or credits to subscribers.

· Conflict. In the event of any conflict between the terms of this Amendment and the Franchise, the terms of this Amendment shall govern, and the Franchise shall be interpreted and applied accordingly. Except as herein specifically set forth, all other provisions of the Franchise shall remain in full force and effect and be binding upon the Parties in accordance with their terms.

· Counterparts/Facsmile. This Amendment may be executed in one or more counterparts, all of which, taken together shall constitute one and the same instrument. Facsimile signatures shall be treated as original signatures for the purpose of enforcing this Amendment. The Parties agree to exchange original signature pages as soon as practicable following exchange of the facsmile signature pages (if that occurs), but the original signatures are not required in order to enforce the Amendment.

Revenue Sharing Program 


Staff received notification from the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) 

that funds are available through the Revenue Sharing Program. VDOT provides state 

funds to match local funds for the construction or improvement of roadways in the 

locality (50/50 match).  Historically, the Board of Supervisors has included $25,000 in its 

budget to the Revenue Sharing Program. 


County records indicate that FY10 funds will be utilized for a road in the Totaro 

Election District. 

Should the Board continue to participate in the FY10 Revenue Sharing Program, 

a Revenue Sharing Detailed Designation of Funds Form and a Resolution must be 

adopted and submitted to VDOT by August 14, 2009.

Brunswick County/Lake Gaston Tourism – Meals and Lodging Tax 


Mr. Bobby Conner, Brunswick County/Lake Gaston Tourism Association,
requested that the Board of Supervisors study imposing a Transient Occupancy, 
Lodging and Meals Tax. 

Mr. Conner explained that the Transient Occupancy Tax can be levied by 

counties with a maximum tax rate of two percent (2%). A referendum is not required and 

the tax may be levied by ordinance. 


The meals tax can be levied by counties with a maximum tax rate of four percent 
(4%). A meals tax can only be levied if approved in a referendum.

Comprehensive Services Act – Supplemental Appropriation FY09 

Mr. Mason, Assistant Director of Finance, stated that the Comprehensive 

Services Act (CSA) was created in 1992 to establish a comprehensive system of 

services and funding through interagency planning and collaboration in order to better 

meet the needs of troubled and at-risk youth and their families.  For children who meet 

these criteria and are in need of treatment/care, this is a mandated service that shall be 

provided by localities. The cost of this care is funded through federal, state and local 

dollars. The projected expenditure additional appropriation needed for FY08-09 is 
$150,000.  Of that amount, an increase in reimbursement from state/federal 

dollars in the amount of $90,000 and expenditure refunds of $15,000 should be 

appropriated.  The anticipated additional local match needed to balance the FY08-09 

encumbrances is $45,000.

These projected supplemental funding requirements are based on the best

estimates available at the present time to complete the current fiscal year.  The exact 
amount of local supplemental need is contingent on how and when Medicaid 
reimbursements and/or adjustments filter down as they are approved at the state level.

Meherrin Regional Library Agreement – Proposed Amendment       


Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated the Meherrin Regional Library 

Agreement between the City of Emporia, Greensville County and Brunswick County 

stipulates the number of Board of Trustee seats allocated to each jurisdiction. The 

current agreement allocates seats as follows:
· City of Emporia

Two (2) seats

Five (5) seats 

At its April 7, 2009, meeting the Emporia City Council adopted a resolution 

requesting an amendment to the agreement increasing the number of seats for Emporia 

from two to three. Emporia City Council is requesting that the Brunswick County Board 

of Supervisors consider this amendment. 

On May 20, 2009, the Meherrin Regional Library Board of Trustees met and 

discussed the matter. As a result, the Board of Trustees took no action. 


Upon motion of Mr. Finney, seconded by Mr. Conner, and unanimously carried, 

the Board voted not to approve the request from the City of Emporia to increase their 

number of seats on the Meherrin Reginal Library Board of Trustees.

· Animal Control Officers will “mark” the coyote upon presentation by clipping the right ear. If the individual is not willing to allow the “marking” of the animal, then no bounty shall be paid.

· Brunswick County shall only pay a bounty to citizens who are permanent residents of Brunswick County or own land situate in Brunswick County.
