Re:  Hunton & Williams Proposal  


Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, presented a proposal from Hunton & Williams to provide lobbying services on behalf of Brunswick County to oppose Governor Kaine’s proposed closure of Brunswick Correctional Center and to lobby for state funding of a new facility for the Meherrin River Regional Jail Authority, including a portion of such funding for a satellite jail in Mecklenburg County.  Ms. Woolridge advised that the cost to provide services is $35,000.  This cost will be equally divided between Brunswick County, Mecklenburg County and the Town of Lawrenceville. As a result, Brunswick County’s allocation will be $11,667.00.  

Upon motion of Mr. Finney, seconded by Mr. Tyler, and unanimously carried, the Board accepted the proposal from Hunton & Williams and appropriated an amount of $11,667.00 from the FY10 Board of Supervisors Contingency Fund to cover costs associated with this project.
