Meherrin Regional Library Budget – “Gate to the Lake Library”


Supervisor Finney presented the Board with information obtained from the Library Board regarding first and second year funding costs for the proposed Gate to the Lake Library.  Mr. Finney referenced the first year start up minimum cost of $25,000; the total set-up annual expenditures for year two totals $62,892.68. Mr. Finney stated that the library is needed, however, due to limited funding and the known impact to the FY08 budget, he cannot recommend approval at this time. 
Supervisor Conner stated that the Board of Supervisors’ Professional Services Litigation line item has a remaining balance of $25,000 in the FY07 budget. He recommended that the Board approve those funds for the Gate to the Lake Library and encouraged Library staff to raise additional funds needed. Mr. Conner said the Board can evaluate funding during next year’s budget process. 
Chairman Jones indicated that it was the Board’s decision that no new programs would be funded in FY08 fiscal year and he stands by this decision.   
Supervisor Conner made a motion to take $25,000 from the FY07 Board of Supervisors’ Professional Services Litigation line item to be made payable to the library to cover the initial start up costs.
