Tammy Newcomb, Assistant to the County Administrator, stated that the Lake 
Country Bicycle Plan was developed to identify routes that would be desirable for 

bicycle use and provide a strategy for implementation.  The goals of the Lake County 

Bicycle Plan are as follows: 
· Provide the region’s citizens with a first-class system of trails and bikeways that meet their transportation, recreational, and health needs, and improves their quality of life. 

· Ensure that existing and future bikeways and trails provide safe alternatives to motorized transportation.

· Increase bicycle safety, awareness of the benefits of bicycling, walking, and other outdoor recreation through education, law enforcement, advocacy and public information. 

· Develop a community facility that will assist in economic and tourism development. 

The Southside Planning District Commission developed this Plan for Halifax, 

Mecklenburg and Brunswick Counties and is requesting the adoption in each of 

the counties to create a regional document for the Southside Planning District. A grant 

from the Virginia Department of Transportation is funding the preparation of the bike 

plan.

Brunswick County Food and Agricultural Council – Disaster Designation – Taylor Clarke 

Taylor Clarke, Virginia Cooperative Extension, stated that the drought over the 

past several months has proven to be challenging to the Brunswick County Agricultural 

Commodity Producers.  

The Brunswick County Food and Agricultural Council (FAC) met on June 27,

2007, to discuss concerns that have been monitored over the past several months. The 

drought situation in Brunswick County has reached a point where crop losses are being 

observed in corn, soybeans, hay, pastures, tobacco, and cotton. The County has been 

below the normal average precipitation levels since December 2006. 

The Brunswick County Food and Agricultural Council recommends that the 

Board of Supervisors consider requesting a disaster designation from the Governor in 

order that Agricultural Commodity Producers in Brunswick County may be eligible to 

seek assistance from the United States Department of Agriculture. 

Upon motion of Mr. Conner, seconded by Mr. Finney, and unanimously carried, 

the Board adopted a Resolution declaring Brunswick County a disaster area due to 

drought conditions and authorized the County Administrator to draft a letter to the 
Governor for the Chairman’s signature requesting assistance as appropriate.  

WHEREAS, Southside Virginia has endured a drought during the 2007 growing season; and, 


WHEREAS, the drought conditions in Brunswick County have caused significant losses in tobacco, hay, corn, soybeans and other stored forages, as well as grazing resources necessary for livestock operations; and, 


WHEREAS, all of these supplies are vital to the continued growth of Brunswick County, as well as Southside Virginia; and, 


WHEREAS, the Brunswick County Board of Supervisors desires and the Commonwealth of Virginia statutes require the adoption of appropriate measures to allow for federal assistance to aid our local farmers and livestock producers; and, 


THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Brunswick County Board of Supervisors hereby declare Brunswick County as a disaster area due to drought conditions experienced during the 2007 growing season and requests the Governor’s assistance as appropriate.

Green Acres Community Development Block Grant Project – Infrastructure Bids 

Mrs. Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that the County received a Community

Development Block Grant (CDBG) from the Virginia Department of Housing and 

Community Development in the amount of $1,332,157 in July of 2004, to improve housing 

conditions and install infrastructure improvements in the Green Acres Community.  A total 

of $720,000 was budgeted for infrastructure improvements with the submission of the 

CDBG application in March of 2004.

The County solicited bids for infrastructure improvements on April 11, 2007.  All bids 

received were over the budgeted amount.  At the Board of Supervisors May 16, 2007, 

meeting, Staff was authorized to have the engineer review the plans and revise the bid 

documents to reduce the estimated cost without compromising the overall quality and issue 

a new invitation to bid.

The County solicited bids on June 6, 2007.  The following bids were received:

· Biggs Construction Co., Inc.

$1,037,770.00

· Ralph Hodge Construction


$1,185,368.25

· Marshall Construction Co., Inc.

$1,414,253.40

· Key Construction Co., Inc.


$1,634,680.03

(Note:  All bids received were over the budgeted amount for infrastructure improvements.  These bids are good until August 11, 2007).  

Currently there is $700,695 of the budgeted $720,000 Community Development 

Block Grant funds available for infrastructure improvements.  The budgeted amount has 

decreased due the increase in easements required, appraisal work and the purchase of a 

lot to relocate the existing pump station.  If the County accepts the low bid of $1,037,770, 

that leaves a balance of $337,075 to be obligated by the County.

Three years have passed since the Green Acres application was submitted in 

March of 2004.  During that time prices for materials that have to be used for the project 

have escalated dramatically, which was one effect of Hurricane Katrina.

The County is contracted to carry out and complete the scope of work as described 

in the contract agreement with the Virginia Department of Housing and Community 

Development.  If the County does not fulfill its contract the Virginia Department of Housing 

and Community Development may terminate the contract and ask for repayment of CDBG 

funds expended by the County in the amount of $631,462.

Supervisor Conner stated that he is in agreement that the Green Acres Project 

should be completed but that the FY08 County budget is at a deficit. He stated that the 
County does not have the funds needed and asked where the money would come from to 
fund this phase of the project. Supervisor Conner further stated that he felt there should be 
a meeting between the key people involved in the project and the Board of Supervisors to 
discuss these issues. Supervisor Conner questioned why it has taken so long to acquire 
construction bids and inquired as to what amount of money has been spent on appraisals, 
lawyer fees, etc. incurred by the delay. Mrs. Sullivan indicated that she did not have these 
figures readily available.  
Supervisor Conner stated that he understood that the County must reimburse the 
Department of Housing and Community Development the amount of $631,452 if this 
project is terminated or must appropriate $337,075 to continue the project. He asked 
whether funding agencies were asked whether they would consider providing additional 
funding on this project. Mrs. Sullivan stated that they were asked and the County was 
unable to apply for additional funds. Supervisor Conner stated he feels that this will 
place an excessive burden on the taxpayers next year.  


Supervisor Conner stated that the full Board should have been advised on these 
figures earlier and questioned whether any other Board members knew the figures prior to 
the present meeting. 


Mrs. Sullivan advised that she had met with the County Administrator, Chairman 

Bernard Jones, and Supervisor Barbara Jarrett Drummond on June 14, 2007.  She stated 

that Supervisor Drummond indicated that she would contact some of the state 

representatives to seek additional funding and that this attempt was unsuccessful.  

Supervisor Conner inquired as to whether the individuals at that meeting were aware of the 

potential $337,075.  Mrs. Sullivan responded yes.  (Refer to Board of Supervisors May 16,

2007, meeting minutes wherein Leslie Sullivan, Director of Planning, provided an overview 

of the Community Development Block Grant Green Acres Project  Infrastructure Bids.) 
Upon motion of Mr. Tyler, seconded by Mr. Finney, and unanimously carried, the

Board accepted the bid from Biggs Construction Co., Inc. in the amount of $1,037,770, and 

further approved an appropriation in the amount of $337,075 from the Capital Improvement 

Project Fund Balance to the FY08 Capital Improvement Project Green Acres Project line 
item. Ayes:  Finney, Tyler, Jones;  Nays:  Conner. 


Supervisor Conner stated that the potential $337,075 and $631,452 should have 

been brought to the full Board’s attention prior to the new fiscal year.

$35,000, and the Town of Lawrenceville will provide 100% of the funds for this alternate 
to the project.

Board approved Alternate #3, portable diesel pump, with the Town of Lawrenceville’s 

commitment to fund the total project in the amount of $35,000.

Waiver of Building Permit Fees – County Policy 


Mrs. Newcomb, Assistant to the County Administrator, stated that the Board of 
Supervisors requested that the County Administrator revise the waiver of building permit 

fee policy to include consideration of non-profit organizations. 


The existing County policy, as established in September 1998, provides for the 

administrative waiver of building and zoning permit fees for all churches that are tax 

exempt and for bona fide Community Development Block Grant projects. 


The recommended revised policy is as follows:


Upon determination by the Brunswick County Director of Planning, or other county designee, that the applicant is a tax-exempt Church or a bona fide Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) project, no building permit fee will be imposed. If the permit applicant is any other entity which has been afforded tax-exempt status by the Internal Revenue Service, that applicant may apply to the Board of Supervisors for waiver of the permit fee, which application may be approved or denied by the Board. The applicant may seek waiver before issuance of a building permit, or alternatively, pay the permit fee and apply for waiver/reimbursement within ninety (90) days from the date of application. No application for waiver/reimbursement will be accepted more than ninety (90) days after the date on which the permit was issued. 


Supervisor Conner stated that he feels all tax-exempt organizations should be 

included in this policy for administrative fee waivers. 


Upon motion of Mr. Tyler, seconded by Mr. Finney, and unanimously carried, 

the Board continued this matter.
