Conditional Rezoning Case #07-012 – Ray and Beverly Edmonds – Agricultural (A-1) to Business (B-1) 


Mrs. Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that the subject property is located off

of Governor Harrison Parkway (U.S. Highway 58) as it intersects with Pleasant Grove 

Road (State Route 681) in the Totaro Magisterial District and the Totaro Election

District, identified as a portion of Tax Map 62 Parcel 1.


The applicants are requesting to rezone approximately 500 square feet of a 

41.52 acre parcel from Agricultural (A-1) to Business (B-1) to operate a catering 
business. In the Agricultural (A-1) Zoning District, which is the current zoning of the 

property, this use is permitted as a home occupation by right. The Health Department is 

requiring that the kitchen area be separate from the living area, thus making it 

necessary for the property owners to request a rezoning. The applicants are proposing 

to locate a storage building on the subject property to be used for the catering business. 

Further, the applicants have proffered a condition:

· The only permitted use on the portion of the property zoning Business (B-1) will be a catering business.

The Planning Commission recommends approval of the application subject to 

the proffered condition.

The Chairman opened the public hearing. The following citizens spoke:

Proposed Ordinance to Abandon and Vacate Two Unopened Streets 

Mr. Ridley Bain, legal counsel, stated that Dr. Robert Clary, Sr., has submitted 

an application for the Board to consider the vacation of two unopened streets 

designated as “7th Street” and “Holly Street”. Dr. Clary has submitted the petition with 
signatures of adjoining property owners who are in support of the approval of this 

request. 


Mr. Bain reported that at the conclusion of the public hearing, the Board of 
Supervisors may appoint a Road Viewer Committee consisting of three to five 
individuals to visit the site and report on whether or not any inconvenience will result 

from discontinuing the rights-of-way. This report will be submitted to the Board of 

Supervisors and the matter will be placed on the Board of Supervisors September 

agenda. 

The Chairman opened the public hearing.  No one spoke in favor of or in 

opposition to the proposed ordinance.

WHEREAS, the Brunswick County Board of Supervisors (“Board”) received an application for the vacation of a portion of the 40’ right-of-way of the unopened street sometimes called “Holly Street”, and the vacation of a portion of the 40’ right-of-way of the unopened street sometimes called “7th Street”, both of which streets are located near SR 713 (aka Ogburn Road), a short distance from the Lawrenceville town limits;


WHEREAS, notice of the Board’s intent to vacate was published twice, with at least six days elapsing between the first and second publication, in a newspaper having general circulation in Brunswick County; 


WHEREAS, said notice specified the time and place of a public hearing at which persons affected by the proposed vacation were entitled to appear and be heard; 


WHEREAS, at the conclusion of said hearing, the Board determined that road viewers should be appointed to view the public rights-of-way and report in writing any inconvenience that would result from discontinuing the rights-of-way. 


IT, IS ACCORDINGLY, HEREBY RESOLVED as follows:

1. That Bernard L. Jones, Sr., Barbara Jarrett Drummond, Charles P. Lucy, and
      Thomas Nelson are hereby appointed as road viewers.  

2. That the road viewers shall be allowed FIFTY & NO/100 DOLLARS ($50.00) 
      each for their services, which amount shall be paid to Brunswick County by the         applicant on or before August 20, 2007. 

3. That the road viewers shall view the public rights-of-way and then submit a 
      written report to the Board advising of whether any inconvenience would result         from discontinuing the rights-of-way.

4. That the Director of Planning shall forward a copy of the road viewers’ written 
      report to the owners of property adjoining the rights-of-way which are proposed        to be vacated, along with notice that this matter will be on the Board’s agenda           for action on September 19, 2007.

Outlying Landing Field (Fort Pickett) – Larry Palmore, Blackstone Town Manager 


Mr. Larry Palmore, Blackstone Town Manager, stated that the Town of 

Blackstone received information indicating that the Navy is considering construction of

an Outlying Landing Field at or near Fort Pickett. He explained that this proposed field 
would be used to practice aircraft carrier takeoffs and landings. 

Mr. Palmore stated that in 1995 officials went through the Base Realignment and 

Closure (BRAC) process to establish Fort Pickett as a training base for ground force 
troops. He stated that the training regimen that exists may conflict with the proposed 
new use and cause great safety concerns for surrounding communities. He stated the 
following additional concerns:

· The limited capacity of the military operating airspace to hold multiple aircraft in the pattern simultaneously.
· The location of civilian activities within the accident potential zone and the air installation compatible use zone.
· The cost to the Navy associated with having to travel unacceptable distances to perform this training.

Mr. Palmore stated that the Town of Blackstone is in support of the nations 
military, however, cannot support the location of the landing field at or near Fort Pickett. 

Supervisor Conner stated that he supports the military with all of his heart, 
however he supports the adoption of this resolution as presented to request the Navy to 
consider other alternatives to Fort Pickett. 


Upon motion of Mr. Conner, seconded by Mrs. Drummond, and unanimously 
carried, the Board adopted the Resolution as follows:

BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF BRUNSWICK COUNTY, VIRGINIA, that the County Administrator be hereby directed to execute this Resolution opposing the location of an Outlying Landing Field (OLF) by the United States Navy at or near Fort Pickett Military Base. The Board of Supervisors is satisfied, based on the information available at this time, that such an operation of solely a landing field without significant economic incentives such as new personnel and infrastructure would have serious negative consequences upon the community and Southside Virginia in terms of its economic growth, the environment, and the health and safety of its inhabitants. 


The County of Brunswick, Virginia always has and always will support the United States Military when that support is required, but in this case it is clear the United States Navy prefers a more remote site which would not impact that locale as it would Southside Virginia. In the future, the County of Brunswick would be willing to examine any detailed proposal that would increase the military value of Fort Pickett to the Department of Defense or another Federal agency. 


The Clerk to the Board of Supervisors is directed to send attested copies of this Resolution to the appropriate Virginia and United States elected representatives of the citizens of Southside Virginia.

She 
further stated that she spoke with, Deanna Beacham, Virginia Council on Indians 
who provided the following information:

· When the Commonwealth of Virginia extends “tribal recognition” by an Act of the General Assembly, the recipient is always known as a tribe, that is, an Indian-descended group that has functioned in specific ways over time. Indian-descended groups are not officially tribes until they are recognized by the General Assembly. 
Ms. Woolridge stated that the procedure for petitioning for state recognition   

of an Indian Tribe is available on the Virginia Council for Indians website.

FURTHER RESOLVED: That since it has not proved possible to secure, by voluntary conveyances, all of the easement rights needed to enable the installation of water and sewer lines and the improvement of roadways in the Green Acres community, the proposed public use is hereby approved by the Brunswick County Board of Supervisors, and acquisition of said easement rights to the proposed public use by condemnation is hereby directed by said Board, to include, making offers of the appraised value for purchase of each easement, making payment to the Clerk of the Circuit Court for Brunswick County, Virginia, of the appraised values, and taking all other action necessary to initiate and conduct a condemnation proceeding for acquisition of said easement rights. 


FURTHER RESOLVED:  That the Brunswick County Board of Supervisors hereby appropriates, from the grant funds available for this project, the sum of FIVE HUNDRED SEVENTY-SIX & 74/100 ($576.74) DOLLARS to be used by Brunswick County, Virginia, for the acquisition of said easement rights through condemnation, which sum shall be paid to the Clerk of the Circuit Court for Brunswick County, Virginia, upon recordation of three (3) Certificates of Take and Deposit duly executed by the Brunswick County Board of Supervisors, as follows:
