Conditional Rezoning Case #07-016 – Virginia Landbanc, LLC – Agricultural (A-1) to Rural Residential Manufactured Housing (RRMH) 


Ms. Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated the subject property is located on the 

east side of Liberty Road (State Route 634), approximately .6 of a mile south of the 

intersection of Liberty Road with Pinehurst Place (a private drive), in the Sturgeon 

Magisterial District, and is identified as Tax Map 31 Parcels 102 and 102D. 


The applicant is requesting to conditionally rezone the subject property 

from Agricultural (A-1) to Rural Residential Manufactured Housing (RRMH) to develop 

a five (5) lot residential subdivision to be known as Libby Acres Subdivision. 


The Planning Commission recommends approval of the application subject to 

the following proffered conditions.

· No single wide manufactured homes will be permitted on any lot in the Libby Acres Subdivision.

· All foundations shall be masonry block or brick.

· All ancillary buildings shall be for personal use only and not for the operation of any business of any kind. 


The Chairman opened the public hearing. No citizens spoke.  After giving all 
citizens an opportunity to speak, the Chairman closed the public hearing. 

Supervisor Conner stated that he preferred drilled wells are installed in this 

subdivision. 

Mr. Jim Benson, representing Virginia Landbanc, LLC, stated that the applicant

will proffer that drilled wells will be required on each lot in the proposed subdivision.

Proposed Ordinance Amendment to the Brunswick County Zoning Ordinance: 
Adoption of Article 21-Sign Regulations

Mrs. Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that the Proposed Zoning Ordinance 

Amendment Article 21: Sign Regulations is to be considered for adoption to the Brunswick 

County Zoning Ordinance.

The purpose of Article 21: Sign Regulations is to establish general guidelines for the

location of signs in Brunswick County. The proposed Article promotes and protects the 

public health, welfare and safety by regulating existing and proposed outdoor advertising 

signs of all types. It is intended to protect property values, create a more attractive 

economic business climate and enhance and protect the scenic and natural beauty of 

Brunswick County. It is further intended to reduce sign or advertising distraction and 

obstructions that may be caused by signs overhanging or projecting over public rights-of-

way, to provide more open space and to curb the deterioration of the natural environment 

and enhance community development. 

The Planning Commission recommends approval of the proposed zoning ordinance 

amendment as presented. 

The Chairman opened the public hearing. The following citizens spoke: 

· Jerry Marston spoke in opposition to the proposed ordinance as presented citing it will negatively impact Christmas decorations.
· James Halley, 4093 Gasburg Road, Gasburg, Va, commended the Planning Commission on the proposed sign ordinance. He asked the Board to consider hiring a Code Enforcement Officer during the next budget year. 
· John Cataldo, 24 Maple Court, Valentines, VA, Lake Gaston Association, spoke in support of the ordinance. However, he presented the Board with four (4) points of concern for consideration.  They are as follows:

1. Require all commercial signs to have a permit, not just those over 12 square feet (section 21-1 (a)). The proliferation of small commercial signs has violated those same intended purposes as the large signs.

2. Require that all non-permanent signs be removed within 14 days after an event has occurred (section 21-4). This would simplify enforcement.

3. Signs may be removed by the County after coordination with the Zoning Administrator and cost of removal will be billed to the activity posting the sign. (section 21-9(c)). There is no reason that we should be stuck with a sign forever just because a sign poster does not comply with the Zoning Administrator’s notification. 

4. A section should be added detailing enforcement and penalties for violations.  
After giving all citizens an opportunity to express their views, the Chairman 

closed the public hearing.

Proposed Ordinance to Abandon and Vacate Two Unopened Streets 


Mrs. Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that an application was submitted by 

Robert C. Clary, Sr., for the County to abandon and vacate two undeveloped streets 

designated as “Seventh Street, 40’ R/W – Undeveloped” and “Holly Street, 40’ R/W – 

Undeveloped” on a plat prepared by James T. Bradley. The Virginia State Code, 

Section 15.2-2006 authorizes governing bodies to vacate public rights-of-way on 

application of any person. 


A public hearing was conducted by the Board of Supervisors on August 15, 

2007. At the conclusion of the public hearing the Board appointed road viewers to view 

the public rights-of-way and report in writing any inconvenience that would result from 

discontinuing the rights-of-way. The following road viewers were appointed:

At the conclusion of the 

viewing the road viewers determined that no inconvenience would result from vacating 

the two (2) undeveloped streets designated as “Seventh Street” and “ Holly Street”.

ORDAINED: The belowdescribed portions of “7th Street” and “Holly Street” shown on a plat made by James T. Bradley, L.S., dated February 23, 2004 (“Plat”), admitted to record in the Clerk’s Office of the Circuit Court for Brunswick County, Virginia, as Instrument Number _____________, are hereby vacated. The descriptions of the portions of said streets hereby vacated are as follows:

a. With reference to the Plat, that portion of “7th Street, 40’ R/W – Undeveloped” which is bounded as follows: on the north by Lot D (also shown as Lots 24 and 25, consolidated), and also by property of “C.W. Peebles, Jr. and Nan P. Peebles” (also shown as Lots 6 and 7); and on the south by Lot E (also shown as Lots 21, 22, 23, consolidated), and also by property designated as “Elizabeth U. Daniel”. 

b. With reference to the Plat, that portion of “Holly Street, 40’ R/W – Undeveloped” which is bounded as follows: on the east side by Lot B (also shown as Lots 28 and 29, consolidated), by Lot C (also shown as Lots 26 and 27, consolidated) and by Lot D (also shown as Lots 24 and 25, consolidated); and on the west by Lots 9, 10, 11, 12. 


FURTHER ORDAINED: The County Administrator shall forward a certified copy of this ordinance to the Clerk of the Circuit Court for Brunswick County for recordation and indexing in the name of Brunswick County, Virginia, as Grantor.

Schedule Public Hearing – Conditional Use Permit Case #07-024 for a
Telecommunications Tower submitted by Mecklenburg Electric Cooperative 


Mrs. Sullivan, Director of Planning, stated that the subject property is located at 

the northwest quadrant of the intersection of Christanna Highway (Highway 46) and 

Clary Mill road (a private drive), and is identified as a portion of Tax Map 91 Parcel 49. 


The applicant is requesting approval of a conditional use permit to construct, 

operate and maintain a telecommunications tower for internal communications for 

Mecklenburg Electric Cooperative. 


The Planning Commission’s public hearing on the application will be advertised 

for their meeting on October 9, 2007. Following a recommendation from the 

Commission, the Board of Supervisors would typically schedule its public hearing at the 

Board’s regularly scheduled meeting the following month, therefore the Board’s public 

hearing on this application would be scheduled for the Board’s meeting on November 

28, 2007. However, the applicant is requesting that the Board expedite their public 

hearing for this application because they would like to be able to build all of their 

towers before the end of the year. Further, the applicant has stated that one month 

makes a difference in ordering the needed materials for all the proposed towers and 

starting construction before winter comes. The applicant is requesting that the Board of 

Supervisors hold their public hearing in the same month as the Planning Commission 

public hearing, which will be in October. 


Supervisor Conner asked how long has Meckenburg Electric been working on 

this project. Mr. Soles responded two (2) years. Supervisor Conner asked what is the 
primary purpose of the proposed tower. Mr. Soles stated that the purpose is to be able 
to connect the Emporia office to the Chase City office to give supervisory control to 
the power grid. Supervisor Conner asked if the tower will be used exclusively for 
Mecklenburg Electric or rented out.  Mr. Soles stated that Mecklenburg Electric has a 
policy that no one will be allowed to lease space other than a locality or 
police/fire/rescue.

carried, the Board authorized the advertisement of a public hearing on Conditional Use

Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated that on Monday, August 27, 2007, the 

Board of Supervisors and County Administrator met with General District Court judges, 

court personnel, and other regarding court safety and maintenance concerns. An 

overview of security and maintenance request is as follows:

Security

Installation of Bullet Resistant Glass in Service Windows 

The service windows in the district court offices were designed with only limited physical security barriers. Financial and other sensitive transactions performed by the court clerk’s are handled at these windows daily with no security personnel present. Bids were solicited to install glass in these windows with a speak-thru for customer access and control. 

Electronic Access Control System

Exterior and interior access control is limited to standard lock and key systems. Certain areas have identified as “secure areas” and are recommended to have an electronic access control system installed to minimize the threat of a security breach. 

Surveillance Camera Upgrade/Enhancements 

The current surveillance camera is located in a control room in the basement area. A monitor will be installed at the security station at the front entrance of the building, along with the installation of exterior cameras (one rear entrance/exit and one at the front entrance/exit). 

Sally Port Roofing 

The Virginia Judicial Security Initiative- Security Assessment of Brunswick County Court document revealed the sally port roof area needs to be enclosed. The wall can be easily breeched allowing access into and out of the sally port area. This presents a significant security risk for deputies transporting and receiving inmates at the court facility. Specifications are being prepared for this project and will be brought back before the Board at a later date. 

Maintenance 

Interior Painting – Second Floor 

The interior walls of the offices and courtroom on the second floor are in need of painting. 

Building and Grounds Worker 

Due to the size of the facility, a Buildings and Grounds Worker position has been requested to serve the Albertis S. Harrison Courthouse only. (Note: there are over 30 bathrooms in the facility).

*Note: Courthouse Maintenance fee generates $20,000 - $23,000 annually. This amount will not support the continuous hiring of Buildings and Grounds Worker I position through Courthouse Maintenance Fund Balance. The annual salary for Buildings and Grounds Worker I from July 1 – June 2008 is $31,842.  During upcoming budget sessions it will be necessary to make an additional appropriation to this line item to offset the annual salary of the position. 


Ms. Woolridge stated that there is $164,489 currently in the Courthouse 

Maintenance Fund. 


After some discussion it was determined that the vacant  Buildings and Grounds 

position that was previously designated for the Albertis S. Harrison, Jr. Courthouse was 

never filled.  The Board instructed the County Administrator to advertise for this 

position.

Upon motion of Mr. Conner, seconded by Ms. Drummond, and unanimously carried, 

the Board accepted the lowest bids for the installation of bullet resistant glass in service 

windows, electronic access control system, surveillance camera upgrade and 

enhancements and appropriated $66,356.00 from Courthouse Maintenance 

Fund (revenue) to the Courthouse Maintenance Expenditure Line item. Also, the Board 

instructed the County Administrator to solict bids for the sally port roofing area once 

specifications are developed. Further, the Board rejected the painting bid from Sunrise 
Professional Painting Service and removed painting as an item of business.

Robinson, Farmer Cox Associates – Consulting Services and Training to Implement the Requirements of Statement of Auditing Standards, No. 112, Communicating Internal Control Related Matters Identified in an Audit (SAS 112)


Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated that the American Institute of Certified 

Public Accountants (AICPA) recently issued a new auditing standard (Statement on 

Auditing Standards 112 or SAS 112), which auditors will be required to follow as part of 

their audit of our financial statements beginning with the fiscal year ending June 30, 

2007. 


SAS 112 and its interpretive guidance emphasizes that management is responsible 

for establishing and maintaining internal controls, including monitoring, and for the fair 

presentation in the financial statements of financial position, results of operations, and 

cash flows, including the notes to financial statements, in conformity with U.S. generally 

accepted accounting principles. Management is also responsible for management 

decisions and functions; for designation an individual with suitable skill, knowledge and 

experience to oversee accounting and reporting functions, any outsourced services and 

for evaluating the adequacy and results of those services and accepting responsibility 

for them. 


In an effort to ensure that Brunswick County organizations are in compliance with 

SAS 112 standards, localities must participate in SAS 112 training sessions. Robinson, 

Farmer Cox Associates has submitted a proposal to provide consulting services and 

training to Brunswick County to implement the requirements of Statement on Auditing 

Standards No. 112. 


The cost to provide SAS 112 Training is $7,500. The cost will be shared between 

the Department of Social Services, Public Schools and Brunswick County ($2,500 

each).

The grant funds will be utilized to provide security 

upgrades and to protect the integrity of the Sheriff’s Office computer network system.

County Park at Great Creek Dam 


Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated that Shelton Jones informed her that 

the expansion joints and concrete slabs on the County Park at Great Creek Dam are 

deteriorating. As a result, the County Administrator convened a Facilities Committee 

meeting to discuss the dam. 


During the Facilities Committee meeting, Mr. Shelton Jones was advised by 

Chairman Bernard Jones and Supervisor Finney to determine cost to address these 

issues. As a result, S. Jones met with David Lyle, D.W. Lyle Corporation in McKinney, 

Virginia, to conduct an analysis of the dam. 


On August 27, 2007, the County Administrator had a conversation with Mr. Lyle and

he informed her of the following:

· The silicone base sealer that seals the exterior of the joints has begun to deteriorate and is no longer bonding to the concrete on both sides of the joints. In order to address this problem, the existing silicone must be removed and an abrasive blasting must be performed to clean the edges of the concrete and replace the silicone. This process is estimated to cost $100,000 - $125,000. 

Mr. Lyle recommends addressing this issue within the next year. If repair is not accomplished, there is a high probability that water will enter into the joints, resulting in freezing. This will result in major repairs that could cost up to $3,000,000.
· Further, Mr. Lyle indicated that the concrete is also deteriorating and is in need of maintenance due to weather damage. It is anticipated that this work will cost $50,000 - $100,000. 

The County Administrator recommended including funding in the FY09 Capital 

Budget to address this issue. 

Supervisor Conner stated that he recommends that the County Administrator 
contact the appropriate state agencies to schedule a meeting on site. He added that 
funding may be available through these agencies to assist with this project.  It was the 
consensus of the Board to direct the County Administrator to contact those two 
agencies and schedule a meeting to discuss the project.

Town of Blackstone – Outlying Landing Field 


Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated that the Town of Blackstone drafted a 

letter dated August 27, 2007, requesting that the Board of Supervisors endorse 

sending it to Governor Timothy Kaine regarding opposing the proposed Outlying 
Landing Field (OLF) at Fort Pickett and urging the Governor to consider other 
alternatives.
