Re: Approval of FY08 Brunswick County Public School Budget


Chairman Jones stated that Supervisor Conner was unable to attend the 

meeting however, he requested that the Chairman communicate his

recommendation to the Board members to cut the advertised FY08 Brunswick
County Public School Budget in the amount of $450,000.  

Upon motion of Mr. Finney, seconded by Mr. Tyler, and unanimously 

carried, the Board approved the FY08 Brunswick County Public School Budget 

as advertised.

Re:  Worksession on FY08 Brunswick County Consolidated Budget 

Ms. Woolridge, County Administrator, stated that based on the last budget 

document provided by Spencer Elmore, Robinson, Farmer, Cox Associates, the
General Fund is out of balance by $615,327 and the Capital Improvement 
Projects budget is out of balance by $240,061.

After discussion, it was the consensus of the Board to reinstate funding in 

the amount of $11,490, for a total budget request of $38,643, for the Inmate Litter 
Control Program.  As a result of this addition the General Fund is out of balance 
by $626,817. 


Chairman Jones recommended cutting the funds for vehicle replacement

in the Capital Improvement Project (CIP) Department of Solid Waste budget in 

the amount of $97,520.  It was the consensus of the Board of Supervisors to 

accept this recommendation.  As a result, this cut reduces the CIP deficit to 
$142,541. 

Upon motion of Mr. Tyler, seconded by Mr. Finney, and unanimously 

carried, the Board of Supervisors voted to balance the FY08 Brunswick County

General Fund budget in the amount of $626,817 and CIP budget in the amount 

of $142,541, utilizing fund balance in the amount of $769,358.
