Comprehensive Plan Update

Mr. Turner provided an overview of the Comprehensive Plan update. Chairman Jones
opened the public hearing.  

Joan Moore, Industrial Development Authority Executive Director, commended 
Mr. Turner, the Board of Supervisors, and Planning Commission on their diligent work to 
update the Comprehensive Plan.  Ms. Moore referred to the 2006 Comprehensive Plan 
Update (draft), Section VIII.,  Existing Land Use, page 1 where it states, "Increasing 
development along highways, particularly close to the towns, can create problems."  Ms. 
Moore stated that the practice followed nationally is that more intense development is 
encouraged along the major transportation routes to prevent sprawl throughout the 
county.  She also stated that Governor Kaine recently issued directives to prevent 
sprawl across the state.  Emphasis is now placed on development taking place along 
major transportation routes.  Ms. Moore encouraged that the proposed policy be 
reconsidered because the policy will have an impact on any type of development in 
Brunswick County for years to come. 

Mr. Turner echoed Ms. Moore's comments by referring to Section XI., Planning 
Area's Goals and Implementation Strategies, Action Plan and Schedule located on page
24. Mr. Turner stated that the Action Plan calls for the County to study amendments 
to the zoning ordinance to promote smart growth principles.  Mr. Turner further stated 
that the County can amend their Comprehensive Plan to accommodate development in 
an area that is not currently designated for commercial or industrial development.
Chairman Jones closed the public hearing.

Chairman Jones turned the floor over to the Planning Commission for discussion.

Upon a motion by Mr. Lucy, seconded by Mrs. Seward, and unanimously carried, the 
Planning Commission voted to recommend approval of the Comprehensive Plan update 
to the Board of Supervisors.  Ayes (9) Nays (0).

Mr. Lucy turned the floor over to Chairman Jones.

Chairman Jones opened the floor for a motion.  Upon a motion by Mr. Conner, 
seconded by Ms. Drummond, and unanimously carried, the Board of Supervisors 
adopted the Comprehensive Plan update as presented.
